Following the development of these goals and action plans by the Administrative Team, the Board adopted a Five-Year District

Strategic Plan and will use these identi�ed priorities to guide the district''s planning process moving forward. This process represents the work of many

people in our drive to develop a culture of continual improvement and growth for our students!

 

Awards, Recognition, Accomplishments:

DVRHS is one of the select schools across the state and the only in Hunterdon County to be certi�ed under the New Jersey Digital Schools Program.

Students can earn a full semester of college credits before graduation. Del Val is one of two high schools in the nation to offer a guaranteed admission

track to Seton Hall University. DVRHS also has an award-winning digital journalism program. The digital newspaper, The Delphi has won nine Best In SNO

(Student Newspaper Online) Awards and won First Place in Overall Online Excellence at the 2024 Garden State Scholastic Press Association Fall

Conference. Additionally, multiple members of the theater program have received New Jersey Rising Star Awards for the 2023 and 2024 winter musical

productions.
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Courses, Curriculum, Instruction:

DVRHS is a comprehensive high school that supports all students in the pursuit of their goals. Academically, the school offers 20 AP courses and 5 career

academies: Computer Science, Bio-Medical, Engineering, International, and the Arts. Beginning in 2025, two academies will accept their �rst cohorts:

Education and Business. Students are provided with the opportunity to earn college credit at a reduced cost through our dual enrollment programs with

Seton Hall University and Kean University. DVRHS provides students with the opportunity to utilize technology and personalize their learning. The school is

in the 14th year of a 1:1 iPad initiative, with electronic textbooks. DVR fully supports the arts with programs in �ne and performing arts and dance and

supports the exploration of various college and career pathways.

 

Sports and Athletics:

Sports Offered: Baseball (Boys), Basketball (Boys & Girls), Cheerleading (Boys & Girls), Cross Country (Boys & Girls), Field Hockey (Girls), Football (Boys),

DVRHS athletes compete at championship levels, most recently with our Volleyball Team's 2023 SJG1 Sectional Tournament Champions and our Wrestling

Team's 2024 Skyland Conference, District 10 and CJG1 Sectional Titles. Del Val inducted its fourth class into the Sports Hall of Fame in 2024. Included in

the ranks were the 1974 & 1975 Boys Cross Country Teams, 1987 and 1988 Wrestling, and 2011 Boys Soccer championship teams. Additionally Del Val

boys' basketball was featured on ESPN's SportsCenter Top Ten for a full-court buzzer-beater shot. Del Val sponsors a Uni�ed Sports Program for regular

and special education students.

 

Clubs and Activities:

DVRHS offers numerous clubs and activities such as plays, marching band, Model UN, Key Club, Student Council, Environmental Club, Games Club, Sport

and Spirit, SADD, and Book Club. The Delphi student newspaper was awarded the "Best in SNO" award 9 times during the 2023-2024 school year. At the

2024 GSSPA Conference, The Delphi was awarded �rst place in Overall Online Excellence, competing with all of New Jersey. The performing arts

production of Newsies received 8 nominations and won one award at the Rising Star Regional Awards Ceremony. The SADD club won the U Got Brains

Champion School Showcase, and the Jazz Band was a semi-�nalist in the state competition. Additionally, the Golden Regiment Marching Band quali�ed

for the Group 2 National Marching Band Championship in Allentown, PA.

Staff and Professional Learning:

Staff members participate in four full days of PD each year. In addition, through a school-wide, mid-day "unit period" staff members have the opportunity

to participate in daily 50-minute PLCs. All staff are invited to attend REVAMP, the district's Mentor/PD program, which provides regular 15-60 minute PD

opportunities throughout the school year and summer, including a staff professional book club. Partnerships with The College of New Jersey allow staff

members to enroll in graduate programs at a discounted rate and attend satellite classes on the DVRHS campus. Additionally, the district began a process

of articulation and professional development partnerships with the regional high school's sending elementary districts highlighted this year with a keynote

speaker at the 1st Annual DV Communities Staff Development Summit. This year also marked the �rst year of a staff leadership cohort, where

recommended instructional staff took part in leadership training alongside the administrative

 

Postsecondary Information:

All freshmen, sophomores, and juniors participate in the PSATs. PSATs provide SAT practice for students and performance tracking data for the

administration. Our students are accepted and attend colleges and universities nationwide, from local community colleges, such as Raritan Valley

Community College to the Ivy League, such as the University of Pennsylvania. Additionally, the counseling department organizes Career Talk Tuesdays

where community professionals of speci�ed �elds present to the students information about opportunities within their professions. As part of the

Strategic Plan, the counseling department has also introduced a Senior Practicum program that provides opportunities for senior students to take part in

internships, and enrollment in courses at local colleges.
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Student Supports and Services:

DVRHS leads an award-winning employment transitions program providing our special needs students with real-world work experiences that will help

them transition to life after school. Our FIERCE program (Focus on Independence, Employment, Resources, and Community Exploration) further enhances

a typical employment transition program with the exploration of available community resources available to the transitioning adult, as well as life skills

experiences, and community activities so as to best prepare our students for independent living. Our Uni�ed Buddies program partners with all of our

student populations for activities both in and outside of school. The district successfully launched a Uni�ed Sports program through a grant from the

Special Olympics. The program has since expanded to include Uni�ed Music and Dance programs as well.

 

Student Health and Wellness:

At DVRHS we focus not only on students'' physical well-being but on the importance of a healthy mind, a key domain within our Strategic Plan. A full-time

student assistance counselor keeps our students involved through contests, promotions, a multitude of support groups, and individual and group

counseling. Through partnerships with community agencies, DVRHS is able to offer referrals for additional services outside of those the school provides.

The district has recently developed a wellness committee that includes teachers, parents, and students to design and offer activities that support physical

and mental health through information, activities, and professional development.

 

Parent and Community Involvement:

DVRHS greatly bene�ts from the support of our booster organizations: the All-Sports Booster Club and the Performing Arts Boosters. Through these

groups, parents and volunteers provide opportunities for our students at a level that cannot be achieved through the local budget and tax dollars alone. All

DVRHS parents can monitor their child''s academic progress through a parent portal in our student information system, PowerSchool. More speci�cally,

parents and community members were surveyed to gather preliminary information for the development of the current Strategic Action Plan. Through the

Strategic Plan, there have also been channels created to collect community feedback regularly.
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Climate Surveys:

In collecting input from students, staff, and families to

analyze data for the development of our recently adopted Strategic Plan, the district surveyed all of these groups about the school environment and

climate. Students were able to rate and comment on their views of student life, curriculum, and general support. Moreover, once the Strategic Plan was

approved, the Board of Education approved the development of a new tool to annually survey school climate and culture.

 

Facilities:

DVRHS opened its doors in 1959. Since then the building has undergone three expansions and renovations - in 1978, 2004, and 2022. Our facilities are

maintained by an outstanding custodial and maintenance staff, and the district bene�ts from their skills and expertise; most small projects are completed

in-house. Our most recent major facilities projects include the addition of a turf �eld and a media center renovation that was completed in May and

November of 2022, respectively. Other recently completed projects include classroom upgrades, updated business classrooms, security updates, and

repaving & new markings/lines for the front driveway and parking lot.

 

School Safety:

Delaware Valley Regional High School is on the technological forefront with our safety protocols. The district employs various state-of-the-art tools to

ensure the safety and well-being of its student body and faculty. Further, the district actively participates in the ongoing training in best practices as

provided by the New Jersey Department of Education as well as various law enforcement agencies. The district has recently developed a position for

Supervisor of Security, Safety, and Student Conduct. Moreover, a partnership with the Hunterdon County Sheriff's O�ce has established the permanent

placement of a Class 3 o�cer assigned to DVRHS.
