Our vision is to instruct and inspire our students to become successful and signi�cant beyond their classrooms. Our core beliefs help guide us to realize

this vision; 1) great teachers who provide continuously engaging instruction will improve student achievement; 2) all children can learn, but learning takes

effort; 3) every lesson should be a positive learning experience; 4) every child deserves our best every day; 5) we are here to help; and 6) we need to give our

children what they need.

 

Awards, Recognition, Accomplishments:

Over the last several years, WTSD schools have been the recipient of several state and national awards. During 2023-24 school year a number of students

participated and received awards from the Junior Science and Humanities Symposium, the Terra North Jersey STEM Fair, the Lakeland Regional Science

Fair, and the American Water Works Association Water Filter Challenge. In 2024, we had 101 AP Scholars and seven students earned Capstone diplomas.

In addition 87 students from our district also earned the NJ Seal of Biliteracy. Two elementary Gifted and Talented students won 1st place in the 2024

NJSBA STEAM TANK Challenge. In working toward a more sustainable future all WTSD schools earned Bronze-Level recognition from the Sustainable

Jersey for Schools program. Colonia Middle School also received Digital Schools Star recognition for their innovative digital learning practices.
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Courses, Curriculum, Instruction:

The Woodbridge Township School District offers a rigorous curriculum to K-12 students. Innovative instructional strategies are complemented by program

resources at all levels in the district. Primary students (PK-5) are empowered through student-centered instruction while Middle Level students (6-8) are

offered a variety of innovative quarterly elective courses to enhance the traditional core curriculum. High School Students (9-12), are offered a robust

program of studies, including over 25 Advanced Placement courses. Last year, 848 students took 1,553 AP exams in 26 subjects. Of those, 953 resulted in

a 3 or above. We had 1,447 seats occupied in dual enrollment courses with NJIT, Syracuse University, Kean University, Berkeley, and Middlesex County

College. G&T courses are offered for academic enrichment in grades K-12, arts enrichment in grades 3-8, and exceptionally gifted in grades 3-5. Multi-

lingual instruction is provided to eligible students in PK-12.

also maintains membership in the Greater Middlesex Conference (GMC) at the county level. Each of our three High Schools offers our student-athletes

opportunities in Football, B/G Soccer, B/G Cross Country, B/G Tennis, B/G Volleyball, B/G Wrestling, B/G Bowling, B/G Winter Track, Coed Swimming, Ice

Hockey, Baseball, Softball, B/G Spring Track, B/G Golf, and Coed Competition Cheering.

 

Clubs and Activities:

The Woodbridge Township School District offers a wide array of clubs and after school activities at each of our respective buildings. Clubs and activities

are re�ective of student interest, and programs unique to both the primary and secondary level.
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Before and After School Programs:

During 2023-2024 we offered extended day programs at the following schools: 1, 4-5, 11,18, 19, 20, 24, 25, 26, 28, and 29.

 

Staff and Professional Learning:

The Woodbridge Township School District provides comprehensive and robust professional learning opportunities to assist in the implementation of all

programs with the goal of providing staff the tools and resources they need to ensure student achievement.

 

Postsecondary Information:

The Woodbridge Township School District is one of a select group of districts in NJ to provide Advanced Placement exams at no cost to our families.

Additionally, at no cost to our families, we provide PSAT/NMSQT and SAT exams for our high school students. Last year, we administered 1,553 AP tests

and had 953 students receive a 3 or higher which can be used for college credit in their future endeavors.
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Student Supports and Services:

Our district offers Assistive Technology, Counseling Services, Therapeutic Program, Instructional aides, BCBA services, Behavior Technicians, OT/PT

Services, Speech-Language Services, Commission of the Blind, Augmentative Communication, FM Systems, and Transition Counseling.

 

Student Health and Wellness:

The Woodbridge Township School District implemented evidence-based social emotional learning programs with lessons focusing on encompassing the

�ve CASEL Competencies; self-awareness, self-management, social awareness, relationship skills and responsible decision making. School Counselors

offer classroom lessons, small groups and individual counseling sessions focusing on teaching the different pillars of character; Trustworthiness, Respect,

Responsibility, Fairness, Caring and Citizenship.

 

Parent and Community Involvement:

All of our schools in the WTSD have active parent-teacher organizations that support and enhance our students' educational activities. Through ongoing

meetings, open houses, parent-teacher conferences, and individual parent communication our families are encouraged and supported. The Middlesex

County Sheriff's Department offered a free Drug Awareness Program virtually to all 5th-grade students. While we value the community's support of our

schools, we also encourage students to volunteer to assist others in the community. At the HS level students who earned community service hours were

recognized at graduation for their efforts.

Facilities:

The District referendum projects continue to progress. Work is well underway at School 4&5, where the district plans both a new addition and renovations

to the existing structure. The district has completed renovations at Schools #22 and #28 with large additions to both schools. New Boilers and HVAC

replacements and upgrades throughout the district have been completed along with Security upgrades, which include new security cameras in every

school. Other completed projects include locker room upgrades at Iselin Middle School, and renovations to the John F. Kennedy Memorial High School Field

House.

 

School Safety:

School safety plans have been established to protect the safety and security of all our students and staff members. Each safety plan has been designed

with the help of our Coordinator of Security, local Law Enforcement, and Emergency Management O�ce.
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Technology and STEM:

The WTSD offers a robust program of studies that incorporates both: the 2020 NJSLS for Computer Science and Design Thinking, along with the 2020

NJSLS Career Readiness, Life Literacies, and Key Skills. At all levels of STEM, students are exposed to real-world problems in the �elds of ecology, earth

science, environmental studies, community impact, engineering, and mathematics. Our students compete in a variety of venues such as ES Chess Club

Competitions, eSports, Middlesex County Academy Math Competitions, Girls Who Code, and IMS was recognized among the top 4 schools nationwide in

the March ?MATH? Madness National Championships by Imagine Math.

 

Attendance:

The WTSD employs a variety of attendance procedures to ensure students are attending school, as attendance is essential for academic success,

continuity of instruction, and student growth. Our schools avail their resources with a variety of communication methods for our families to stress the

importance of being present in school. Additionally, the WTSD has an attendance department to address student attendance concerns and truancy.
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Other Information:

During the 2023-2024 school year, staff and faculty engaged in a series of professional learning workshops that support culturally sustaining pedagogy

as well as creating and maintaining a culture and climate of belonging for all learners. Students engaged in multicultural education aimed at promoting an

inclusive environment for all learners. This work was highlighted at the third annual WTSD Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion Showcase. Each of the district's

25 schools showcased artwork and other artifacts representative of various celebrations of diversity. Our secondary school students also performed

dances and other performing arts that re�ected the many cultures of our student body. Additionally, students from each school presented a challenge-

based learning research project aimed at making their community a better place by promoting equity.
