This could occur if the teacher cannot be found in the NJDOE's certi�cation system, if their job code does not match their certi�cation, of if the teacher has an expired certi�cate. 

Provisional Teacher: A teacher with provisional certi�cations is a fully certi�ed novice teacher of record who must meet further requirements of evaluation and mentoring during their induction into the profession before being granted "standard" or permanent certi�cation.
