August 11, 2009 — Closed Session

DAG Debra Allen recommended amendments to the Executive Director’s in-camera review
findings to which the Council members and Executive Director agreed should be incorporated in
the findings. Such amended findings will be noted when this complaint is presented to the
Council during Open Session.

Ms. Allen discussed how
the court’s decision is distinguishable for other non-adjudicatory administrative agencies.
