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. Purpose and Intent

This Request for Proposals (RFP) is issued by the New Jersey Department of Human
Services (DHS), Division of Mental Health and Addiction Services (DMHAS) for
prevention services for youth in New Jersey and their parents using risk messaging to
address alcohol, cannabis and illicit substance use/misuse. Funding for services is
provided by the Federal Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment (SAPT) Block Grant
supplement and the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 from the Substance Abuse and
Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA). DMHAS anticipates making one
award which addresses both youth/young adults and parents/caregivers in New Jersey.
Approximately $1,000,000 is available for this initiative. Due to funding requirements,
$500,000 needs to be expended by 2/14/23; the additional $500,000 will be expended by
9/30/24.

Public health risk communication involves the systematic dissemination of information to
diverse audiences (e.g., individuals, communities, and institutions) facilitating their
informed, independent decision making about the existence, nature, and/or severity of
risks and hazards affecting health, safety, and the environment. Working under
circumstances fraught with uncertainty, confusion, and a sense of urgency, public health
risk communication practitioners must communicate with constituencies in ways that
build, maintain, and/or restore trust and credibility while also persuading individuals to
enact self-protective behaviors to minimize adverse health outcomes.

Public health risk communication messages must convey to diverse audiences accurate
and objective knowledge about and an understanding of the health-affecting risk or
hazard. To optimize effectiveness, however, public health risk communication messages
must also reflect local relevance and cultural competence, engender cooperation, and
encourage constructive dialogue (DiClemente, R. and Jackson, J, 2017).

Today, risk communication is recognized as the two-way and multi-directional
communications and engagement with affected populations so that they can take
informed decisions to protect themselves and their loved ones. It can and should utilize
the most appropriate and trusted of channels of communication and engagement. It
needs to bring together a diverse range of expertise in the field of communication, social
sciences (mass media, emergency and crisis communication, social media, health
education, health promotion, communication for behavior change, etc.) and systems
strengthening techniques in order to achieve public health goals in emergencies.

The goals of risk communication are to share information vital for saving life, protecting
health and minimizing harm to self and others; to change beliefs; and/or to change
behavior (SAMHSA, Key Substance Use and Mental Health Indicators in the United
States: Results from the 2019 National Survey on Drug Use and Health, 2020). The
literature on the purposes of risk communication generally takes a management
perspective. Accordingly, risk communication may serve to: raise awareness; encourage
protective behavior; inform to build up knowledge on hazards and risks; inform to promote
acceptance of risks and management measures; inform on how to behave during events;
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warn of and trigger action to impending and current events; reassure the audience (to
reduce anxiety or ‘manage’ outrage); improve relationships (build trust, cooperation,
networks); enable mutual dialogue and understanding; involve actors in decision making
(FDA, Communication Risks and Benefits: An evidence-based Users, 2011).

Research indicates that as of 2020 among persons age 12+ in New Jersey, 14.65% have
a substance use disorder (cannabis, illegal substances and illicit use of prescription
psychotherapeutic medications), 11.11% have an alcohol use disorder and 3.24%
misused prescription pain relievers (SAMHSA, Key Substance Use and Mental Health
Indicators in the United States: Results from the 2019 National Survey on Drug Use and
Health, 2020).

The successful bidder will ensure that the services provided ensure diversity, inclusion,
equity, and cultural and linguistic competence to the target populations. The successful
bidder will continually assess and utilize socio-demographic data regarding in its
development and delivery of programming, evaluation, and program outcomes to ensure
it is appropriate for the population being served.

No funding match is required; however, bidders will need to identify any other sources of
funding, both in-kind and monetary, that will be used for this project. Bidders may not
fund any costs incurred for the planning or preparing a proposal in response to this RFP
from current DHS/DMHAS contracts.

Il Background and Population to be Served

Underage use and misuse of alcohol, cannabis and illicit substances (including misuse of
prescription drugs) is an important public health issue that affects the entire population.
The US Drug Enforcement Administration reports that prescription drugs, including
opioids and benzodiazepines, are responsible for more overdose deaths than "street
drugs" such as cocaine, heroin, and methamphetamines (US Drug Enforcement
Administration). Data for NJ indicate that in 2019, there were 3,021 drug-related deaths
(NJcares.gov), which claimed 10.5 times as many lives as homicides (287) (CDC
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Underlying Cause of Death, Results, 2021), 8.2 times as many lives as firearm deaths
(368) (CDC, Underlying Cause of Death, Results, 2021), 5.4 times as many lives as motor
vehicle crashes (558) (New Jersey State Police, 2019), and 4 times as many lives as
suicides (762) (CDC, Underlying Cause of Death, Results, 2021). According to the CDC,
in 2019, an average of 38 people died each day from overdoses involving prescription
opioids nationally, totaling more than 14,000 deaths for the year (CDC, Wide-ranging
online data for epidemiologic research, 2020). The CDC noted that people addicted to
prescription pain relievers are 40 times more likely to use heroin than those who do not,
a figure which confirms that commonly prescribed medications can be a gateway to the
use of more dangerous substances (CDC, Today’s Heroin Epidemic Infographics). The
2016 American Society of Addiction Medicine (ASAM) Facts and Figures notes that "four
in five new heroin users started out misusing prescription painkillers." In 2020, there were
82,254 treatment admissions reported to the New Jersey Department of Human Services,
Division of Mental Health and Addiction Services by substance abuse treatment
providers. Of these, 48% were for heroin and other opiates (DMHAS, Substance Abuse
Overview 2020). As previously stated, National Survey on Drug Use and Health data
show that among persons age 12+ in New Jersey 14.65% have a substance use disorder
(including cannabis, illegal substances and illicit use of prescription psychotherapeutic
medications), 11.11% have an alcohol use disorder and 3.24% misused prescription pain
relievers (SAMHSA, Key Substance Use and Mental Health Indicators in the United
States: Results from the 2019 National Survey on Drug Use and Health, 2020). Some
youth are at an increased risk for behaviors that can lead to poor health outcomes, such
as high-risk substance use. The majority of adults who meet the criteria for having a
substance use disorder started using substances during their teen and young adult years
(Office of the Surgeon General, Facing Addiction in America: The Surgeon General’s
Report on Alcohol, Drugs, and Health, 2016). According to Miller (Miller, Jacqueline W et
al., Binge drinking and associated health risk behaviors among high school students,
2007), underage drinking contributes to the 3 leading causes of death (unintentional
injury, homicide, and suicide) among persons aged 12 to 20 years. Most adverse health
effects from underage drinking stem from acute intoxication resulting from binge drinking.
Additionally, 44.9% of high school students reported drinking alcohol during the past 30
days (28.8% binge drank and 16.1% drank alcohol but did not binge drink). Although girls
reported more current drinking with no binge drinking, binge-drinking rates were similar
among boys and girls. Binge-drinking rates increased with age and school grade.
Students who binge drank were more likely than both nondrinkers and current drinkers
who did not binge to report poor school performance and involvement in other health risk
behaviors such as riding with a driver who had been drinking, being sexually active,
smoking cigarettes or cigars, being a victim of dating violence, attempting suicide, and
using illicit drugs (Miller, Jacqueline W., et al., Binge drinking and associated health risk
behaviors among high school students, 2007). This highlights a strong need for an
effective risk messaging program to address the misuse of all these substances.

M. Who Can Apply?

To be eligible for consideration for this RFP, the bidder must satisfy the following
requirements:
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V.

The bidder must be a non-profit or governmental entity;

If the bidder is a substance use disorder treatment provider, the bidder must be
licensed by the Department of Health Certificate of Need Licensing Office prior to
the start of services;

For applicant bidder that has a contract with DMHAS in place when this RFP is
issued, that bidder must have all outstanding Plans of Correction for deficiencies
submitted to DMHAS for approval prior to submission of proposal;

The bidder must be fiscally viable based upon an assessment of the bidder's
audited financial statements. If a bidder is determined, in DMHAS’ sole discretion,
to be insolvent or to present insolvency within the twelve (12) months after bid
submission, DMHAS will deem the proposal ineligible for contract award;

The bidder must not appear on the State of New Jersey Consolidated Debarment
Report! or be suspended or debarred by any other State or Federal entity from
receiving funds;

The bidder shall not employ a member of the Board of Directors as an employee
or in a consultant capacity; and

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:32-44, a for-profit bidder and each proposed subcontractor
must have a valid Business Registration Certificate on file with the Division of
Revenue. This statutory requirement does not apply to non-profit organizations,
private colleges and universities, or state and municipal agencies.

Contract Scope of Work

Successful bidder will be expected to:

Promote collaboration and integration of programs providing risk messaging
services to youth and their families;

Increase knowledge of risk messaging service providers regarding public health
and prevention communication strategies;

Address issues that impede access to and compromise the quality of prevention
and related services for diverse and underserved youth;

Utilize multiple modes of messaging, such as Facebook, YouTube and other social
media and innovative approaches; and

Employ a youth development approach (explained below).

DMHAS encourages programs that serve young people to integrate the principles and
practices of youth development into its prevention service models. A youth development
approach extends and enhances traditional harm reduction and prevention models by
focusing on strengthening the protective factors that contribute to promoting healthy
outcomes for all young people. A youth development approach focuses on young
people’s assets (capacities, strengths) and not solely on their deficits (negative behaviors,
problems). This approach requires a shift away from a crisis mentality that concentrates
on stopping problems, to one that implements strategies designed to increase young

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people’s exposure to positive and constructive relationships and activities that promote
healthy and responsible choices. Programs that use a youth development approach work
with young people to help them realize their fullest potential. Successful bidders will be
expected to incorporate the following youth development principles and practices into
their proposed programs to serve youth:

Focus on building young people’s strengths and promoting positive outcomes;
View young people as resources, contributors and leaders for the program;
Involve multiple sectors of the community in contributing to the well-being of young
people; and

Employ a long-term outlook that recognizes the importance of ongoing positive
opportunities and relationships to help young people succeed as adults.

Successful proposals will demonstrate that the bidder:

Provides a risk messaging campaign that is ethnically, culturally and linguistically
appropriate, and delivered at a literacy level suitable for the audience.

Responds to the range of cultural and gender norms that may inhibit or support the
adoption and practice of safer behaviors and addresses those within the proposed
program.

Involves diversity in youth in the planning and design of the proposed program.
Funded programs are expected to maintain ongoing involvement by youth in an
advisory capacity, and applicants should describe the method for doing so.
Coordinates services with other health and human service providers and
participates in local planning groups. Funded programs are expected to collaborate
with DMHAS, local health departments, and other health and human service
providers in identifying and responding to emerging trends that affect young
people.

Includes messaging that focuses on positive incentives and highlights positive
outcomes when adopting the positive opposite behavior of alcohol, cannabis and
illicit substance use.

The successful bidder will:

Include evidence of their commitment to equity and reduction of disparities in
access, quality, and program outcomes of marginalized populations. This includes
a diversity, inclusion, equity, cultural/linguistic competence plan as outlined in the
National CLAS standards. The plan should include information about the following
domains: workforce diversity (data informed recruitment), workforce inclusion,
reducing disparities in access quality, and outcomes in the target population, and
soliciting input for diverse community stakeholders and organizations.
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e Use available demographic data from agency and target population catchment
area (race/ethnicity/gender/sexual/orientation/language) to shape decisions
pertaining to services, agency policies, recruitment, and hiring of staff.

e Work with system partners to identify and combat barriers that may impede the
target population from seeking and accessing services. Obstacles to services may
include misinformation and lack of knowledge regarding the target populations’
race, ethnicity, sexual orientation, substance use, socioeconomic status,
generational considerations, and language, etc. Collaborate with system partners
to ensure coordination, equity, and inclusion in messaging.

e Deliver services in a culturally competent manner that exemplify National CLAS
Standards.

e Ensure services meet the language access needs of individuals served by this
project (e.g., limited English proficiency, Deaf/ASL, Braille, limited reading skills).

e Coordinate and lead efforts to reduce disparities in access, quality, and program
outcomes.

The successful bidder will be required to provide monthly narrative descriptions of the
program’s progress in meeting work plan objectives, quarterly service data and
demographics reports, and collaborate with the DMHAS-identified evaluator.

The successful bidder will describe their efforts to ensure workforce diversity and
inclusion in the recruiting, hiring, and retention of staff who are from or have had
experience working with target population and other identified individuals served in this
initiative. Additionally, the applicant will ensure that there is a training strategy related to
diversity, inclusion, cultural competence, and the reduction of disparities in access,
quality, and outcomes for the target population. The trainings will include education about
implicit bias, diversity, recruitment, creating inclusive work environments, and providing
languages access services.

Data Collection/Evaluation

The successful bidder will comply with the Division’s program evaluation by responding
to data requests from DMHAS and participating in the data collection system to be
developed for this program.

The successful bidder will work with the Division’s program evaluation team and other
collaborative partners to identify specific program outcomes demonstrating the
effectiveness of this approach and the reach of the program to the targeted youth/young
adult and parent’s/caregivers audience.

Other
The successful bidder must have in place established, facility-wide policies that prohibit

discrimination against consumers of prevention, treatment and recovery support services
who are assisted in their prevention, treatment and/or recovery with legitimately
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prescribed medication(s). These policies must be in writing, legible and posted in a clearly
visible, common location accessible to all who enter the facility.

Moreover, no individual admitted into a treatment facility, or a recipient of or participant in
any prevention, treatment or recovery support services, shall be denied full access to,
participation in and enjoyment of that program, service or activity, available or offered to
others, due to the use of legitimately prescribed medications.

Capacity to accommodate individuals who present or are referred with legitimately
prescribed medications can be accomplished either through direct provision of services
associated with the provision or dispensing of medications and/or via development of
viable networks/referrals/consultants/sub-contracting with those who are licensed and
otherwise qualified to provide medications.

V. General Contracting Information

Bidders must currently meet or be able to meet the terms and conditions of the
Department of Human Services (DHS) contracting rules and regulations as set forth in
the Standard Language Document, the Contract Reimbursement Manual, and the
Contract Policy and Information Manual. These documents are available on the DHS
website?.

Bidders are required to comply with the Affirmative Action Requirements of Public Law
1975, c. 124 (N.J.A.C. 17:27) and the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act
of 1991 (P.L. 101-336).

Budgets should accurately reflect the scope of responsibilities in order to accomplish the
goals of this project.

All bidders will be notified in writing of the State’s intent to award a contract.

The contract awarded as a result of this RFP may be renewable at DMHAS’ sole
discretion and with the agreement of the successful bidder. Funds may only be used to
support services that are specific to this award; hence, this funding may not be used to
supplant or duplicate existing funding streams. Actual funding levels will depend on the
availability of funds and satisfactory performance.

Should the provision of services be delayed through no fault of the provider, funding
continuation will be considered on a case-by-case basis dependent upon the
circumstances creating the delay. In no case shall the DMHAS continue funding when
service commencement commitments are not met, and in no case shall funding be
provided for a period of non-service provision in excess of three (3) months. In the event
that the timeframe will be longer than three (3) months, DMHAS must be notified so the
circumstances resulting in the anticipated delay may be reviewed and addressed. Should

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services not be rendered, funds provided pursuant to this agreement shall be returned to
DMHAS.

The bidder must comply with all rules and regulations for any DMHAS program element
of service proposed by the bidder. Additionally, please take note of the Community
Mental Health Services Regulations, N.J.A.C. 10:37, which apply to all contracted mental
health services. These regulations can be accessed on the DHS website3.

VI.  Written Intent to Apply and Contact for Further Information

Bidders must email SUD.upload@dhs.nj.gov no later than 4:00 p.m. EST on September
9, 2022 indicating their agency’s intent to submit a proposal for the Risk Messaging
Regarding Alcohol, Marijuana & lllicit Substance Use and Misuse for Youth and Their
Parents RFP. ltis required that the bidder email their notice of intent to submit a proposal
no later than the September 9, 2022 deadline. If a bidder’s notice to intent to submit a
proposal is received after the deadline their agency is not eligible to submit a proposal for
consideration. Submitting a notice of intent to apply does not obligate an agency to apply.

Any questions regarding this RFP should be directed via email to
SUD.upload@dhs.nj.gov no later than 4:00 p.m. EST on August 26, 2022. All questions
and responses will be compiled and emailed to all those who submit a question and/or
provide a notice of intent to apply. Bidders are guided to rely upon the information in this
RFP and the responses to questions that were submitted by email to develop their
proposals. Specific guidance, however, will not be provided to individual applicants at
any time.

Bidders must have a substantive and well-documented history of providing risk
messaging or behavior change marketing experience

Provide a brief and concise summary of the bidder's background and experience in
implementing this or related types of services and explain how the bidder is qualified
qualification to fulfill the obligations of the RFP. The written narrative should:

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. Describe the agency’s history, mission, purpose, current licenses and modalities, and

record of accomplishments. Explain the agency’s work with the target population and
marginalized underserved populations, and the number of years’ experience working
with the target population and marginalized underserved populations.

Describe the bidder's background and experience in implementing this or related
types of services. Describe why the bidder is the most appropriate and best qualified
to implement this program in the target service area.

Summarize the bidder’'s administrative and organizational capacity to establish and
implement sound administrative practices and successfully carry out the proposed
program.

Describe the bidder's current status and history relative to debarment by any State,
Federal or local government agency. If there is debarment activity, it must be
explained with supporting documentation, such as an appendix, to the bidder's
proposal.

Provide a description of all active litigation in which the bidder is involved, including
pending litigation of which the bidder has received notice.

6. ldentify the number of work hours per week that constitute each FTE in the bidder's
proposal. If applicable, define the Part Time Equivalent work hours.

7. Description of the proposed organizational structure, including an organizational chart
in an appendix to the bidder's proposal.

8. The bidder's hiring policies, including background and credential checks, as well as
handling of prior criminal convictions.

9. Describe the strategy to deliver topics related to diversity, inclusion, cultural
competence, and the reduction of discrepancies in the access, quality, and program
outcomes, which includes information on implicit bias, diversity, recruitment, creating
inclusive working environments, and providing languages access services.

10. The approach for supervision of clinical staff, if applicable.

11.A list of the bidder's board members and their current terms, including each member's
professional licensure and organizational affiliation(s). The proposal shall indicate if
the Board of Directors votes on contract-related matters.

12.A list of consultants the bidder intends to utilize for the contract resulting from this
RFP, including each consultant's professional licensure and organizational
affiliation(s).

Facilities, Logistics, Equipment (5 points)

The bidder should detail its facilities where normal business operations will be performed

and identify equipment and other logistical issues, including:

1. A description of the manner in which tangible assets, i.e., computers, phones, other
special service equipment, etc., will be acquired and allocated.

2. A description of the bidder's Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) accessibility to its
facilities and/or offices for individuals with disabilities.

3. A description of the location(s) in which the program will be held. Please provide
information about accessibility, safety, access to public transportation, etc.

Budget (20 points)

DMHAS will consider the cost efficiency of the proposed budget as it relates to the scope
of work. Therefore, bidders must clearly indicate how this funding will be used to meet the
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program goals and/or requirements. In addition to the required Budget forms, bidders are
asked to provide budget notes.

The budget should be reasonable and reflect the scope of responsibilities required to
accomplish the goals of this project.

6. Staff fringe benefit expenses, which may be presented as a percentage factor of total
salary costs, should be consistent with the bidder's current fringe benefit package.

7. If applicable, General & Administrative (G&A) expenses, otherwise known as indirect
or overhead costs, should be included if attributable and allocable to the proposed
program. Since administrative costs for existing DMHAS programs reallocated to a
new program do not require new DMHAS resources, a bidder that currently contracts

IX. Review of Proposals

There will be a review process for responsive proposals. DMHAS will convene a review
committee of public employees to conduct a review of each responsive proposal.

The bidder must obtain a minimum score of 70 points out of 100 points for the proposal
narrative and budget sections in order to be considered eligible for funding.

DMHAS will award up to 20 points for fiscal viability, using a standardized scoring rubric
based on the audit, which will be added to the average score given to the proposal from
the review committee. Thus, the maximum points any proposal can receive is 120 points,
which includes the review committee’s averaged score for the proposal’s narrative and
budget sections combined with fiscal viability score.

No provider agency shall influence, or attempt to influence or cause to be influenced, any
State officer or employee or special State officer or employee in his official capacity in
any manner which might tend to impair the objectivity or independence of judgment of
said officer or employee.

No provider agency shall cause or influence, or attempt to cause or influence, any State
officer or employee or special State officer or employee to use, or attempt to use, his
official position to secure unwarranted privileges or advantages for the provider agency
or any other person.

gender identity or expression, disability, nationality or sex.

The contractor or subcontractor will send to each labor union, with which it has a collective
bargaining agreement, a notice, to be provided by the agency contracting officer, advising
the labor union of the contractor's commitments under this chapter and shall post copies
of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for
employment.

The contractor or subcontractor, where applicable, agrees to comply with any regulations
promulgated by the Treasurer pursuant to N.J.S.A. 10:5-31 et seq., as amended and
supplemented from time to time and the Americans with Disabilities Act.

The contractor or subcontractor agrees to make good faith efforts to meet targeted county
employment goals established in accordance with N.J.A.C. [7:27-5.2.
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The contractor or subcontractor agrees to inform in writing its appropriate recruitment
agencies including, but not limited to, employment agencies, placement bureaus,
colleges, universities, and labor unions, that it does not discriminate on the basis of age,
race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, affectional or sexual
orientation, gender identity or expression, disability, nationality or sex, and that it will
discontinue the use of any recruitment agency which engages in direct or indirect
discriminatory practices.

The contractor or subcontractor agrees to revise any of its testing procedures, if
necessary, to assure that all personnel testing conforms with the principles of job-related
testing, as established by the statutes and court decisions of the State of New Jersey and
as established by applicable Federal law and applicable Federal court decisions.

In conforming with the targeted employment goals, the contractor or subcontractor agrees
to review all procedures relating to transfer, upgrading, downgrading and layoff to ensure
that all such actions are taken without regard to age, race, creed, color, national origin,
ancestry, marital status, affectional or sexual orientation, gender identity or expression,
disability, nationality or sex, consistent with the statutes and court decisions of the State
of New Jersey, and applicable Federal law and applicable Federal court decisions.

The contractor shall submit to the public agency, after notification of award but prior to
execution of a goods and services contract, one of the following three documents:

Letter of Federal Affirmative Action Plan Approval
Certificate of Employee Information Report

Employee Information Report Form AA302 (electronically provided by the Division and
distributed to the public agency through the Division’s website at
www.state.nj.us/treasury/contract_compliance)

The contractor and its subcontractors shall furnish such reports or other documents to the
Division of Public Contracts Equal Employment Opportunity Compliance as may be
requested by the office from time to time in order to carry out the purposes of these
regulations, and public agencies shall furnish such information as may be requested by
the Division of Public Contracts Equal Employment Opportunity Compliance for
conducting a compliance investigation pursuant to Subchapter 10 of the Administrative
Code at N.J.A.C. 17:27
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
