These reports 
were submitted through the web-based New Jersey Substance Abuse Monitoring System 
(NJSAMS). A few changes in this report now include pregnant women, number of admissions 
for unique clients, length of stay by level of care, detox continuing care status and detox 
continuing care by level of care.
