DHS Readoption of the Department rule on "Hearings" found the New Jersey Administrative Code at N.J.A.C. 10:6. is adopted in the New Jersey Register of April 18, 2005, with a technical amendment.

The DHS rule on "Hearings" establishes minimum standards for division-specific rules governing administrative reviews and hearings that the divisions are to supplement.

The rule clarifies that "contested cases" and "non-contested cases," at the discretion of the agency head and with the concurrence of the Director of the Office of Administrative Law, shall be transmitted to the Office of Administrative Law for initial hearing before an Administrative Law Judge.  This is in accord with the Administrative Procedure Act (N.J.S.A. 52:14B-1 et seq.; 52:14F-1 et seq.) and the uniform Administrative Rules of Practice (N.J.A.C. 1:1).

"Division" means one of the Department's units designated by statute as a division, 
including the Commission for the Blind and Visually Impaired (CBVI) and the Office of 
Education (OOE).
