Check your local com-
munity recycler to make sure what their rules are for recycling
EPS.

Here are ways to recycle those packing peanuts and other
forms of EPS.

There are various sites that take EPS or reuse packing pea-
nuts. Visit the following site and plug in your address to find
the nearest recycling/reusing center - www.search.earth91 1.
com/?what=Packing%20Peanut%20Reuse.

There is also a mail back program through the Alliance of
Foam Packaging Recyclers. Check out their information at www.
epspackaging.org/info.html .

Peanuts can be saved for your next package to someone — pass
on the joy. Or you can donate them to your local shipping store
or UPS.Where can you find a place to give your peanuts! Drop
by www.loosefillpackaging.com/pages/why.htm or call 800-828-
2214 (24 hours a day) to find a site near you that will reuse those
pesky things.

With a little work and time, you can keep EPS out of the land-
fill where it takes up space and does not biodegrade.

New technology has created biodegradable packing materials
that are plant based. It can be used as a fertilizer on your lawn — it
breaks down into inert proteins when it mixes with water and soil
bacteria eats the packing material.

Keep on recycling!

N.J. Honor Guard program has
openings for new members

The New Jersey National Guard Honor Guard Program is
looking for new members to serve at funerals of veterans around
the state.

Retirees and active National Guard members of the Army and
Air Guard can apply for the openings.

The N.J. National Guard Honor Guard Program provides ser-
vices mostly for Army veterans but has worked at other branch’s
funerals.

There is an initial training period for all per-
sonnel. Everyone will be taught how to perform
all assignments and phases of the ceremony. If
someone has a special talent such as bugle playing
for Taps, it is greatly appreciated.

Anyone interested must contact the program
office at 609-530-7090.

serves, automatic extensions of valid driver license, registration
and inspection expiration dates.

“This order is a simple, but helpful gesture to demonstrate
the state’s support for the troops and recognize the tremendous
sacrifice that they are making on behalf of all New Jerseysans,”
said Martinez. “Easing this burden at home for our soldiers and
their families is one way to thank them for their dedication and
service.”

Authorized each year, the extensions are granted to military
personnel during active service in the war on terrorism (including
Operations Noble Eagle and Enduring Freedom) or Operation
Iraqi Freedom. License, registration and inspection documents will
remain valid until two weeks after demobilization.

The law enforcement community is aware of the extension
however, military personnel should carry a copy of the letter
signed by Chief Administrator Martinez, which can be found on
www.njmvc.gov, along with their active duty military credentials
when operating a motor vehicle.
