SYNOPSIS

The Chair of the Public Employment Reations Commission, acting pursuant to authority
delegated to her by the full Commission, and the Merit System Board, jointly deny amotion for consolidation.
The Township of Teaneck sought consolidation of gppeds before the Merit System Board and an unfair
practice charge before the Commission filed by Michad A. DePompeo. An Administrative Law Judge had
denied the motion to consolidate finding that athough the parties are identical, the issues are not and that
consolidation would not improve the efficiency of justice. The Commission and the Board agree that
consolidation is not warranted.
