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SYNOPSIS

The Merit System Board and the Chair of the Public Employment Relations Commission have
issued ajoint order consolidating an M SB apped and a PERC unfair practice charge for hearing before an
Adminigrative Law Judge and declaring that the Merit System Board has the predominant interest. After
the AL Jissues arecommended decision, the Merit System Board will review the record to determine
whether the employees suspenson was for legitimate disciplinary reasons and was warranted under Merit
Sysem law. The Commission will then determine whether the Employer-Employee Relaions Act was
violated.
