PRIMARY ELECTION 2026

New Jersey’s counties, in partnership with the New Jersey Division of Elections, are actively seeking residents  
to serve as poll workers for the upcoming Primary Election, Tuesday, June 2, 2026.  

Here are the answers to three top questions about becoming a poll worker:

1... WHY SHOULD I APPLY?
Your community needs you! By staffing a polling location, you will:
• Earn $300 on Primary Election Day.
•  See our great democracy in action, firsthand, and enjoy the feeling that comes with contributing to your local 

community, your state and your country.

2... WHO CAN APPLY?
You can apply to serve as a poll worker in New Jersey if you:
•  Are a United States citizen and a resident of New Jersey.
•  Are a registered voter in the county in which you reside.
•  Are at least 16 years of age. College and high school students are encouraged to apply.  

Note: Those under 18 years of age will work limited hours per shift and do not have to be registered to 
vote. Contact the County Board of Elections for further information.

•  Are not running as a candidate in this election.

3... WHAT ELSE DO I NEED TO KNOW?
To be a poll worker, you must be available to work from 6:00 am to 8:00 pm at an assigned polling place 
within your county on Primary Election Day, Tuesday, June 2. Hours may vary.

Las respuestas a tres preguntas frecuentes sobre cómo convertirse en funcionario electoral figuran a continuacion:

1... ¿POR QUÉ DEBERÍA SOLICITAR?
¡Su comunidad lo necesita! Cuando es un trabajador electoral en un centro de votación, podrá:
• Ganar $300 el Día de las Elecciones Primarias.
• �Vea nuestra gran democracia en acción, de primera mano, y disfrute de la satisfacción de contribuir a su co-

munidad local, a su estado y a su país.

2... ¿QUIÉN PUEDE SOLICITAR?
Puede solicitar trabajar como funcionario electoral en Nueva Jersey si cumple con los siguientes requisitos:
• Ser ciudadano estadounidense y residente de Nueva Jersey.
• Estar inscrito en el registro electoral del condado donde reside.
• �Tener al menos 16 años de edad. Se anima a los estudiantes universitarios y de secundaria a presentar 

su solicitud.  
Nota: Los menores de 18 años trabajarán un número limitado de horas por turno y no necesitan estar 
inscritos para votar. Para más información, comuníquese con la Junta Electoral del Condado.

• No presentarse como candidato en estas elecciones.

3... ¿QUÉ MÁS DEBO SABER?
Para ser trabajador electoral, debe estar disponible para trabajar de 6:00 am a 8:00 pm en un centro de votación 
asignado dentro de su condado el martes 2 de junio, Día de las Elecciones Primarias. El horario podría variar.

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1. AT YOUR POLLING PLACE ON ELECTION DAY
Vote in person at your polling place, from 6:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. on Election Day, Tuesday,  
June 2. Accommodations will be made for voters with disabilities. 

Go to VOTE.NJ.GOV for your polling place, listed on the Polling Locations page.

2. IN-PERSON EARLY VOTING
This option enables all registered voters to cast their ballot in person, using a voting machine, 
during a six-day period prior to Election Day. You can choose to vote, in person, when it’s 
most convenient for your schedule.

No matter where you live in the county, you can vote your specific ballot at any of your county’s 
designated in-person early voting sites. Find your county’s sites at VOTE.NJ.GOV.

In-person early voting sites will be open Tuesday, May 26 through Sunday, May 31. Hours will be 
Tuesday–Saturday, 10:00 a.m.–8:00 p.m. and Sunday, 10:00 a.m.–6:00 p.m.  
No appointment is necessary. Accommodations will be made for voters with disabilities.

3. VOTE BY MAIL
Registered voters can apply for a mail-in ballot by following the instructions found at VOTE.NJ.GOV 
or contacting their County Clerk. Registered voters also now have the option to apply for a mail-in 
ballot online at VOTE.NJ.GOV.

Then, VOTE and RETURN your ballot one of the following ways…

•  Secure Ballot Drop Box: Place your mail-in ballot in one of your county’s secure ballot drop boxes 
by 8:00 p.m. on Tuesday, June 2. Drop box locations can be found at VOTE.NJ.GOV.

•  Board of Elections Office: Deliver your mail-in ballot in person to your county’s Board of  
Elections Office by 8:00 p.m. on Tuesday, June 2. County Election Officials’ contact 
information can be found at VOTE.NJ.GOV.

•  Mail: Your mail-in ballot MUST be postmarked on or before 8:00 p.m. on Tuesday, June 2 and 
be received by your county’s Board of Elections on or before Monday, June 8.

 Mail-in ballots CANNOT be returned to your early voting site or polling place.

NOTE: You MUST be affiliated with either the Democratic or Republican party to vote in the Primary Election.
