of Education's 5-Year Facilities Plan. Like the
importance of other community facilities,
schools should be appropriately sited within
a municipality. Where possible they should
be within walking distance from students.
Walking paths or sidewalks should be
lecated away from fast moving fraffic to
accommodale younger students. Schools in
parficular piay o significant role in a
municipality's buili environment due to their
potential  impacts, both  positive  and
negative, on community development, land
use and transportation. It is critical that land
use decisions and school siting be
ceoordinafed. Schools should not be isolated
campuses but part of the neighborhood
fabric, doubling as focal points for the
community as a whole. Whether by local
streeis and or walking/biking paths, schools
should be accessible by modes other than
the car or school bus, thereby helping to
reduce transportation costs. Where possible,
walking/biking should be the primary mode
of access for schools.
