G-4 Goods Movement
This activity involves a wide variety of planning functions, data collection, technical studies, regulatory guidance, project management functions, or Geographic Information Systems (GIS) applications for projects ranging in size and scope from statewide to individual locations. These studies and projects can cover all modes of freight transportation including: rail, motor carrier, air cargo, waterborne, and intermodal operations. The consultant needs to demonstrate expertise in the technical aspects of each mode individually and as components of the transportation system as a whole.  The consultant should also demonstrate expertise in freight planning, the development and application of  data collection surveys, new data collection technologies for freight , travel demand modeling,  highway simulation, facility evaluation, impact assessments, as well as their knowledge of state and federal regulations governing trucking and rail freight operations.  An ability to relate changes in the operating environment to the corresponding economic, network, and social impacts of such changes is also important. Typical work efforts could include: development of freight plans or freight related studies, freight performance measures, freight management systems, truck safety analysis, truck O&D Surveys, portable weigh-in-motion systems or classification counts, data collection and network support for truck routes and OS/OW permitting, regulatory reviews, railroad ROW management  issues and surveys, freight rail studies, railroad bridge management system development.  Freight Planning functions may also include routing options for motor carrier shipments, analysis of intermodal capacity issues (both terminal and system-wide), development and redevelopment of port and related logistics facilities, analysis of inland transportation and other operational requirements, and strategic planning for future investments in the State’s freight transportation infrastructure.
