T-7 TRANSPORTATION PLANNING
Involves a wide range of transportation planning activities at the statewide, regional, corridor, sub-area, local, and project-level. These activities can include master planning, corridor studies, performance-based planning and asset management, economic and lifecycle cost analyses, systems, risk and performance gap analyses, analysis and development of System Performance Measures and the like; are multi-modal in nature and are to consider both the supply and demand side of transportation strategies. In addition to expertise in traditional transportation/air quality analysis, data collection and summary, demonstrated skills in state-of-practice technical transportation planning tools and methods - including Highway Capacity Manual techniques, travel demand models, dynamic simulation, New Jersey’s Linear Referencing System and the Straight Line Diagram, GIS mapping and other visualization techniques may be desired. Experience in cutting edge technologies and data, such as visualization tools using archived operations data (e.g. Vehicle Probe Project Suite) or new presentation techniques (e.g., Prezi) is a plus. Considerable experience in working with a diverse group of partners, such as metropolitan planning organizations (MPOs), agencies (e.g., NJ TRANSIT and toll road authorities), county and local governments and other transportation-related groups is crucial. Depending on the activity, expertise in local land use planning, zoning, form-based codes, site plan development, circulation planning, access management and transportation and land use coordination, pedestrian/ bicycle circulation and the latest best practices in bicycle/ pedestrian roadway improvements, parking, transit, and local road network connectivity may be desired, as well as safety considerations for all roadway users.  Knowledge of the federal livable communities initiative and livability principles may be desired.  Knowledge of statewide and regional plans (NJ State Development and Redevelopment Plan, MPO Plans) also may be desired. Similarly, knowledge of and skills in using transit-oriented development analysis, highway access management planning techniques, traffic calming, and other transportation “Flexible Design” techniques, such as Context Sensitive Solutions and Complete Streets may be desired. Knowledge of MPO’s Congestion Management Process may be desired.  Public involvement is also a key element in all these activities, as per the NJDOT Public Involvement Action Plan. As such, experience in applying visioning techniques and scenario planning as community engagement tools to help the public understand the long-term consequences of public and private land use decisions is highly desirable. Knowledge of New Jersey’s Business Enterprise Database Management System, strong communication skills – written, verbal, and graphical – and the ability to summarize and present complex data and analyses in simple and easy to understand way to a wide range of audiences is critical.
