The New Jersey State Museum is our state’s Smithsonian! Established by the State Legislature and Governor 

George T. Werts in 1895, the NJ State Museum was the first state museum in the country to place education 

at the core of its mission. Today, education remains the core mission and the Museum’s collections have 

grown to approximately 2.4 million objects – the largest collection in the state. 

 

The State Museum holds collections, and develops and presents exhibitions, programs and research, in 

Archaeology & Ethnography, particularly focused on the lifeways of the original people of this land; Cultural 

History, telling stories of New Jerseyans through material culture; Fine Art, exploring the broad range of 

American art and artists, highlighting the contribution of New Jerseyans within that story; and Natural 

History, discovering the flora and fauna of the earth, explaining the delicate balance between humans and 

the environment, and performing research to advance our collective knowledge of the natural world – past, 

present and future.  All of this brought to life through relevant, meaningful Education programs for visitors of 

all ages to promote lifelong learning and civic pride within our increasingly global perspective. 

 

The War Memorial has been administered by the State Museum since 2011. This historic venue, the site of 

inaugurations, concerts, performances and more, continues to serve NJ’s communities as an important 

regional venue, providing a grand rental facility with modern amenities for graduations, recitals, weddings, 

meetings, press events and a variety of performances.  
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PROGRAMS AND OUTREACH HIGHLIGHTS FY24 
 Launched Science Under the Stars, a free lecture series held monthly in the Planetarium, featuring 

experts from throughout the region sharing their work in astronomy, earth science and other topics. 

 Upgraded the Planetarium lobby gallery with bilingual (English/Spanish) labels, and began including 

Spanish language and large print versions of labels in exhibitions. 

 Natural History’s very popular summer fossil collecting events continued with three sold out sessions. 

 Held two Civil War Flag Unveiling programs for the public, which included lectures on the flags or 

companies that carried them. Each unveiling revealed five flags which are on view for 6 months. 

 The Museum’s Education programs continue to serve the public and school/community groups through 

a range of reserved and drop-in programs, and program service data is near or at pre-pandemic levels. 

o In-Person Education reserved service for FY24 is at 90% of 

FY19 figures; 

o In-Person Planetarium reserved service for FY24 is at 96% of 

FY19 figures; 

o In-Person public (drop-in) program service has increased 

23% over FY19. 

o FY24 Public Planetarium service increased 39% over FY19. 

o Overall, FY24 educational program service is divided nearly 

in half between reserved and public programs - 53.3% 

reserved and 46.7% public. This compares to 61% reserved 

and 39% public service in FY19. 

 The Museum hosted four large education events, as well as a scout event for registered participants. 

 Three new school workshops were introduced – Shifting Seasons, Changing Coastlines and Lenape 

Culture. 

 The Museum continued its long-standing and well-regarded small group program for early learners (age 

6 months to 5 years) and their caregivers, to promote literacy, and provide opportunities for focused and 

fun learning which enhances school readiness. This program is presented with the support of the PNC 

Grow Up Great initiative through the New Jersey State Museum Foundation. 

o The Small Explorers program, now in its sixth year, served 570 young learners and caregivers, up 

from 500 in FY23. One hundred families attended at least one session, and 18 families attended 

four or more sessions.  

o Comments from caregivers this year: 

 “It’s nice to have a children’s program at the museum. I am definitely more likely to return 

because of the children’s program.” 

 “I liked how the activities all tied to an exhibit at the museum. It was great to be able to 

explore the museum in a way that made it interesting for the kids.” 
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 Staff in the Museum’s four collecting bureaus – Archaeology & Ethnography, Cultural History, Fine Art 

and Natural History: 

o Answered 183 research inquiries – many requiring extensive staff research - for the public and 

scholars. 

o Identified 153 scientific specimens and archaeological artifacts for the public. 

o Facilitated 227 inquiries related to 1,025 Archaeological Site Files.

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THE COLLECTIONS 
 

Since 1895, the Museum has been building its diverse and significant 

collections. The State Museum is an educational institution that uses its 

collections to tell stories about New Jersey’s scientific, historic and artistic 

past and present through exhibitions, programs for visitors of all ages, and 

world-class research. The Museum’s collections number well over 2.4 

million scientific specimens, historic artifacts and works of art, making it 

the largest collection in the state. 

 

The Museum has continued to grow the collections through gifts, judicious 

purchases and field collecting. As is common with most museums, only a 

small percentage of objects are on view in exhibitions at any given time, with the vast majority available for 

research by Museum staff and scholars from throughout the world. In FY24, objects from the collections 

were loaned to other institutions for exhibitions and research. 

 

Following is a select list of FY24 activities by the Museum’s collecting (subject area) bureaus: 

 

ARCHAEOLOGY & ETHNOGRAPHY 
The Archaeology and Ethnography collections encompass over 2 million specimens acquired by nearly 100 

years of excavation, as well as more than 4,000 ethnographic objects acquired primarily by gift. Scholars 

recognize the archaeological specimens as the definitive systematic research collection for the study of the 

prehistory of New Jersey, including the Abbott Farm National Historic Landmark Site archaeological 

collections. These objects are also known as one of the most important collections for the regional study of 

northeastern North America. The collections provide data on the entire span of human occupation in New 

Jersey from 13,000 years ago to the historic nineteenth century. The Museum’s long-term archaeology 

gallery, New Jersey’s Original People: The Archaeological Record, presents this prehistory through artifacts 

recovered from sites within the state, as well as educational interactives and programming. 

 

The ethnographic collection consists of items brought back to New Jersey by residents who traveled as 

diplomats, military officers, missionaries and enthusiastic tourists in the 19th and 20th centuries. A majority 

of the artifacts represent the Delaware people, with additional artifacts from other North American 

Indigenous groups. The collection is particularly rich in examples of Native American textiles, basketry, bead- 

and hide-work. Another long-term gallery, A Much Moved People, displays many Delaware ethnographic 

objects that relate to the forced migration of the Delaware out of their homeland, as well as those who 

remained in New Jersey. The ethnographic collection also includes a small number of West African 

specimens, and a small grouping of Asian objects collected by New Jerseyans on business or pleasure trips 

during the late 1800s through the 1950s. 

 

As an institution that holds collections related to Indigenous peoples, the New Jersey State Museum strives 

to treat these objects with dignity and respect. Additionally, the State Museum is committed to meet the 

intent and spirit of the 1990 federal Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act (Pub. L. 101-

601, 25 U.S.S. 3001 et seq., 104 State. 3048); amended December 2023. To that end, the Museum 

identifies and, where appropriate, repatriates cultural items from the collections to federally-recognized 

Indian Tribes.

Discovering Grant Castner: The Lost Archive of a New Jersey Photographer exhibition 

 

The Bureau of Cultural History preserves and interprets historical objects that document the lives of people 

who have lived in New Jersey from the 17th century to the present. The collection includes over 13,000 

artifacts documenting New Jersey’s cultural, economic, military, political and social history, as well as 

aspects of its decorative arts. Ranging from ceramics produced by Trenton potteries to decorative quilts 

made by New Jersey women to utilitarian artifacts reflecting a rich maritime and agricultural heritage, the 

Cultural History Collection is one of the largest material culture collections dealing with New Jersey history. 

Textiles, trade tools, furniture and an array of artifacts documenting craft, work, play, community and family 

life are also represented in the collection. The collection reflects recent New Jersey history with its significant 

holdings of artifacts documenting the September 11, 2001 terrorist attack and its impact on the people of 

New Jersey. The Cultural History Bureau also oversees the preservation and interpretation of the New Jersey 

State Capitol’s collection of rare military flags used by New Jersey regiments in the Civil War.

The Fine Art collection includes more than 12,000 paintings, drawings, sculpture, prints and photographs 

from the 18th century to the present. The Museum emphasizes important works by significant New Jersey 

artists within the context of American art, as well as works that depict historic events or places in New 

Jersey's history. The strengths of the collections are works by the American modernists associated with NJ-

born Alfred Stieglitz, a nationally-based collection of works by African-American artists from the 19th century 

to the present, works by the American Abstract Artists group of the 1930s and 1940s, work by women 

artists, and the complete graphic output of New Jersey artists Ben Shahn and Jacob Landau, as well as 

prints and paper by the New Jersey Fellows associated with the Brodsky Center. The collections of American 

modernism from the 1910s through the 1940s are well known by scholars.

The Natural History collection is a diverse assemblage of over 250,000 scientifically important specimens 

that also have historic and cultural significance. The basis of these collections originated from the holdings 

of the New Jersey Geological Survey that began systematic surveys of industrial mineralogy and paleontology 

in 1836. The natural history collections are diverse, with large holdings in paleontology, minerals and ores, 

comparative osteology, malacology and ornithology. Additional smaller holdings include entomology, 

mammalogy study skins, fluid-preserved herpetology and ichthyology collections, taxidermy mounts and 

trophies, and historic field reports and photographs. Highlights within the collections include ~300 Type 

specimens of Paleozoic and Mesozoic fossils, the first Cretaceous mammals to be found in eastern North 

America, a large number of Paleozoic fossils from the federally-designated Delaware Water Gap National 

Recreation Area, and specimens of two extinct bird species. The most frequently studied specimens within 

the natural History collections include Late Cretaceous vertebrate and invertebrate fossils, early Jurassic 

dinosaur and reptile trackways, and minerals from the zinc-mining locality of Franklin-Sterling Hill.

Rentals are a key source of revenue used to support programs, equipment upgrades, materials and 

supplies, and more. The Museum’s rental spaces, which include the Riverview Court, the 384-seat 

auditorium, and the front lawn, were rented 34 times in FY24. Clients for these fee-based rentals included 

State agencies, local charter schools, community groups, non-profit organizations, and individuals. The 

Museum accommodated a wide range of events including corporate and community meetings, fashion 

shows, film premieres, fundraisers, commemorations, workshops, performances and receptions. 

 

 

 
 

Opened in 1932, the War Memorial was built as “a great community center” dedicated to the memory of the 

soldiers and sailors from Mercer County who died fighting World War I. The aim of the founding War 

Memorial Committee was to combine “beauty, dignity and civic utility.” The building is a National and State 

Historic Site. 

 The War Memorial’s spaces – the historic, 1807-seat fully-equipped Patriots Theater, and a number 

of stately rooms including the George Washington Ballroom, and the Delaware River, Turning Point and 

Woodrow Wilson rooms – were rented 107 times in FY24. Rental clients included state agencies, local 

schools, performing arts organizations, religious institutions, local colleges, veteran’s groups and the public 

sector. The War Memorial played host to a range of events, including live student matinee theater 

performances, concerts, dance recitals, weddings, cultural events, government reorganizations, press 

conferences, graduations and fundraising galas.
