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Priority cannabis business applications are reviewed ahead of all other
applications. Among priority applicants, Social Equity business applications are
considered first, then Diversely-owned businesses, then Impact Zone businesses.
Follow the color-coded guide to see your priority application designation and the
required documents to support your application. Pick the designation that gives
you the highest priority.
