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1 INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY OF THE REQUEST FOR QUOTES

This Request for Quotes (RFQ) is issued by NJ State Archives (Using Agency). The Contract will be awarded in the State of New Jersey’s
eProcurement system, NJSTART (www.njstart.gov). The awarded Contractor is advised to read through all Quick Reference Guides
(QRGs) located on the NJSTART Vendor Support Page for information.

11 PURPOSE, INTENT AND BACKGROUND

New Jersey State Archives (NJSA) is the State of New Jersey’s official repository for governmental documents of enduring historical
value, and the inheritor of New Jersey’s colonial archive of public records. As such, NJSA possesses vast and unique holdings of
Revolutionary War-period material as well as information about how revolutionary ideals have played out through history—before
and after the war itself. NJSA seeks to create an exhibition of original documents, supplemented by illustrative materials and
potentially three-dimensional object, to commemorate the upcoming 250" anniversary of the founding of our nation and the War
for Independence. The exhibition will celebrate the ideals of American democracy and the evolving rights of New Jersey citizens
under the U.S. and state constitutions. It will also showcase the richness of the State Archives’ holdings.

The exhibition has a tentative main title Revolutionary New Jersey, intended to connect it to an upcoming Rutgers University Press
publication. However, the title is subject to change and the guest curator may propose alternatives and/or subtitles. Reference to
“Archives” (or other wording evoking the concept of archives) must be included in the subtitle.

The exhibition is planned for a 3,000-SF gallery space on the street level of the New Jersey State Museum (NJSM), 205 West State
Street, Trenton, NJ. It will utilize free-standing cases (vendor TBD) and configurable stationary panel walls, potentially incorporating
one or two interactives (see below). It will open on Saturday, 18 April 2026 and continue through the 250t anniversary of
Washington Crossing the Delaware and Patriot’s Week in Trenton in December 2026, closing on 3 January 2027.

With guidance from RevolutionNJ’s “Interpretive Framework” (see below), the exhibition will tell stories of: 1) the experiences of
New Jersey citizens in the Revolutionary Period and during the war itself; 2) how the ideals of the Revolution and early statehood
years had evolved during the colonial period and have continued to evolve; and 3) how they are relevant today.

NJSA seeks to engage a qualified (see XIV) contractor* to serve as a guest curator. This contractor will work directly with NJSA and
NJSM staff to accomplish the following:

e develop the content and physical layout of this exhibition, focusing on original documents in the State Archives, with
possible inclusion of other artifacts that support or illuminate the concepts of the documents

e create the exhibition script and compose didactic panels/labels for artifacts featured in the exhibition

e select supporting graphics and illustrative materials

e research and document licensing options for outside (non-NJSA) images recommended for inclusion in the exhibition

e research and document loan requirements for non-NJSA/non-NJSM artifacts recommended for inclusion in the exhibition

e identify display and case options, recommending potential vendors and estimating related costs

e identify transcription and translation needs for all didactic material

e draft copy, select images, and provide a rough layout of an exhibition catalog and a promotional flyer

e research design/production/fabrication vendors and assist in the selection of the same (Note:
Design/production/fabrication services will be contracted for separately.)

* Throughout this document, the term “contractor” is used interchangeably with “guest curator”, “bidder”, “candidate”, etc.

1. EXHIBITION SCRIPT

The exhibition script must build upon primary sources to present differing perspectives and experiences, juxtaposing the concepts of
loyalty to the Crown and independence (rebellion), duty and family, freedom and bondage. The exhibition will encourage visitors to
consider what was at stake during the Revolutionary Period for different sectors of the population, and how perspectives changed
during the war years. Storylines must be relatable and inclusive, drawing the visitor into the emotions and debates of the time, and
conflicts between opposing or differing interests.

The script must also illustrate the concept of “revolution” in New Jersey as an ongoing process in which the ideals of liberty and
rights have evolved and broadened over time, shaping and enabling social change. Visitors should leave the exhibition with not just a
deeper appreciation of New Jersey history, but a greater understanding of civics and constitutional rights. The exhibition should

inspire visitors of all ages to think about their part in social change and questions of how government should or should not be
involved in the lives of the governed.

The exhibition should include vibrant graphics, powerful quotations, and relevant and thought-provoking texts. It should feature
diverse voices and connections to post-Revolutionary social and political controversies up to the present day, in an objective and
non-political fashion. It should elevate overlooked stories and historically under-represented segments of the population. NJSA is
committed to telling a diverse story, thus promoting inclusive history. We also see the exhibition as engendering a deeper
appreciation of primary sources. It should demonstrate how the documentary holdings of NJSA enable meaningful explorations of
history and questions of liberty and human rights.

1. AUDIENCE

The exhibition is to be geared toward the general public and K-12 school audiences, yet still offer innovative presentations of
information and primary sources that will be of interest to scholars of the Revolutionary Period and New Jersey history. It should
assume that the visitor may have little prior knowledge of the historical events and actors of the Revolutionary Period. Scripts should
be drafted for a 7th- to 9th-grade reading level to ensure optimal comprehension and audience connection. To the fullest extent
possible, the exhibition should allow visitors of all backgrounds to see themselves in history in terms of demographics, viewpoints,
and/or as members of families, groups, and communities.

While creation of a web-version of the exhibition is not a deliverable of this contract, the exhibition should be developed with the
understanding that the content will be used by NJSA to create an online presentation at some point.

V. THEMATIC CONSIDERATIONS AND EDUCATIONAL OBJECTIVES

The exhibition’s script should reflect, in significant ways, the “Key Themes” and “Guiding Questions” identified in RevolutionNJ’s
Interpretive Framework. The seven Key Themes and related keywords are as follows:

Theme Keywords

Inclusion/Exclusion Race and ethnicity; indigeneity; gender; sexuality; ability; class; national origin
Property and Sovereignty Nationhood; land and water; slavery and freedom; taxation; empire
“Revolutionary Ideals” Liberty; pursuing happiness; equality; justice; self-determination

Political Participation Representation; direct democracy; voting rights; civic engagement; census and

gerrymandering; protest
Movement of People Migration, immigration, displacement, slavery, local and global

New Jersey as a “Battleground”  Patriots, Loyalists, and other positions; elections; grassroots activism; civil war(s) and war
zones; religion

The Historical Process Origin myths; interpretive choices; collective memory; dominant narratives; agency,
causality, and contingency; commemoration; “founding”

The Guiding Questions are as follows:

Was the American Revolution revolutionary?

Who did the American Revolution include and exclude?

What difference did the American Revolution make?

How does someone know they are living in a revolutionary moment?

How did New Jersey shape the American Revolution and how did the Revolution shape New Jersey?
Why learn about the American Revolution?

How do we know what we know about the past?

How is the story of the American Revolution told?

Who has shaped and will shape historical narratives and how?

Why commemorate the 250th anniversary, and what does it mean to me?
How do | want the past to shape the future?



How should future generations understand the past?
What will my role be in the ongoing American experiment?

Proposals should explain how the contractor will apply selected Key Themes and Guiding Questions to the exhibition content and
storyline development.

The key educational objectives, in addition to illustrating Revolutionary-Period history, can be summarized as follows:

e to provide a sense of the colonization of New Jersey by Europeans as it relates to eventual independence from the Crown
of Great Britain and civil rights as understood in the colonial period (addressing slavery and indentured servitude, contact
with and the displacement of indigenous people, and representation in government)

e to provide a sense of New Jersey’s post-Revolutionary history in terms of social advancements and movements,
civil/human rights, and New Jersey’s influence on national history in these areas

e to provide learning opportunities relative to civics (broadly)

e toinspire understanding, patriotism and pride in the political process and in our collective identity as New Jerseyans

V. POTENTIAL DOCUMENTARY CONTENT

** We envision the phrase “the Archives of the State” and a depiction of the script version of it as written in the 1787 minutes of
New Jersey’s convention to ratify the U.S. Constitution to be a thematic and graphic element of the exhibition. This is the first known

use of the word “archives” to officially denote the public (or “publick”) records of New Jersey. A graphic of the original script has
been used previously by NJSA in promotional materials.

VI.

NJSA & NJSM STAFF COLLABORATION

The staff of the State Archives will be available on an ongoing bases to assist and guide the guest curator with research into NJSA’s
holdings, and to provide images and technical information about documents for exhibition planning purposes. NJSA staff will provide

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the successful bidder with dimensions and images (or sample dimensions and images, if appropriate) for the bulleted items above
within 15 days after the date of the contract.

The staff of the State Museum will also be available for collaboration relative to options for the physical layout and flow of the
exhibition, accessibility issues, exhibit panel/casework configuration, and educational components.

VII. ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROLS AND SECURITY

Note that environmental controls for the gallery space (including lighting) and security for the exhibition will be the responsibility of
NJSA and NJSM.

VIIl.  INTERACTIVES
NJSA is currently developing two screen-based interactives to be incorporated into the exhibition, if possible:

1) A “New Jersey Voting Rights” choose-your-own-adventure interactive in which the user learns about changes in suffrage
rights in New Jersey from the early colonial period to the present.

2) A “New Jersey Chronology Game” interactive in which the user learns about milestone events relating to rights, laws, civics,
government, inclusion/exclusion, political processes, etc.

Detailed information about these interactives will be shared with the contracted guest curator. The development of these products
is not part of this contract; however, they should be considered in the planning and flow of the exhibition. NJSA’s intention is to align
the content and presentation of the interactives with, and relate them directly to, the documents, storylines, caption information,
and graphics included in exhibition.

The contracted guest curator will be recognized as a co-curator of this exhibition in NJSA publicity. Others may also be credited as
co-curators at the sole discretion of NJSA.

All work products (deliverables) will become the exclusive intellectual property of NJSA as they are accepted as complete and paid
for by NJSA (see “Deliverables, NJSA Obligations, and Tentative Payment Schedule” below). NJSA reserves the right to edit and make
other changes to all didactic materials at its sole discretion.

XI. TERM OF CONTRACT

The contract shall continue for 24 months, starting on the date the purchase order is signed by the contractor and continuing until
all deliverables are met.

It is expected that another contract for the implementation phase of the exhibition and related programming will be issued.



1.2 ORDER OF PRECEDENCE OF CONTRACTUAL TERMS

The Contract awarded, and the entire agreement between the parties, as a result of this RFQ shall consist of: (1) the final RFQ, (2)
State of New Jersey Standard Terms and Conditions, and (3) the Quote. In the event of a conflict in the terms and conditions among
the documents comprising this Contract, the order of precedence, for purposes of interpretation thereof, listed from highest ranking
to lowest ranking as noted above.

Any other terms or conditions, not included with the Bidder’s Quote and accepted by the State, shall not be incorporated into the
Contract awarded. Any references to external documentation, included those documents referenced by a URL, including without
limitation, technical reference manuals, technical support policies, copyright notices, additional license terms, etc., are subject to the
terms and conditions of the RFQ and the State of New Jersey Standard Terms and Condition. In the event of any conflict between the
terms of a document incorporated by reference the terms and conditions of the RFQ and the State of New Jersey Standard Terms and
Condition shall prevail.

2 PRE-QUOTE SUBMISSION INFORMATION
The Bidder assumes sole responsibility for the complete effort required in submitting a Quote and for reviewing the Quote submission
requirements and the Scope of Work requirements.

2.1  QUESTION AND ANSWER PERIOD
The Using Agency will electronically accept questions and inquiries from all potential Bidders.

A. Questions should be directly tied to the RFQ and asked in consecutive order, from beginning to end, following the
organization of the RFQ; and

A Bidder shall submit questions only to the Using Agency designee by email Kristen.martinez@so0s.j.gov.

The Using Agency will not accept any question in person or by telephone concerning this RFQ. The cut-off date for electronic questions
and inquiries relating to this RFQ is indicated on the RFQ cover sheet. In the event that questions are posed by Bidders, answers to
such questions will be issued by Addendum. Any Addendum to this RFQ will become part of this RFQ and part of any Contract awarded
as a result of this RFQ. Addenda to this RFQ, if any, will be posted to https://www.nj.gov/state/dos-rfp.shtml.

2.2 BID AMENDMENTS

In the event that it becomes necessary to clarify or revise this RFQ, such clarification or revision will be by Bid Amendment. Any Bid
Amendment will become part of this RFQ and part of any Contract awarded. Bid Amendments will be posted with RFQ posted on
https://www.nj.gov/state/dos-rfp.shtml.

3 QUOTE SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

3.1 QUOTE SUBMISSION

In order to be considered for award, the Quote must be received by the Using Agency, by the required date and time indicated on the
RFQ cover sheet. If the Quote opening deadline has been revised, the new Quote opening deadline shall be shown on the posted Bid
Amendment. Quotes not received prior to the Quote opening deadline shall be rejected. Quotes are to be submitted to
njdosbids@sos.nj.gov. The subject line of the submission must be “23-ARCH-0001 Kristen Martinez”. The agency requests (1)
electronic copy and (1) redacted copy of the proposal.

3.2 BIDDER RESPONSIBILITY

The Bidder assumes sole responsibility for the complete effort required in submitting a Quote in response to this RFQ. No special
consideration will be given after Quotes are opened because of a Bidder’s failure to be knowledgeable as to all of the requirements of
this RFQ. The State assumes no responsibility and bears no liability for costs incurred by a Bidder in the preparation and submittal of
a Quote in response to this RFQ or any pre-contract award costs incurred.

3.3 BIDDER ADDITIONAL TERMS SUBMITTED WITH THE QUOTE

A Bidder may submit additional terms as part of its Quote. Additional terms are Bidder-proposed terms or conditions that do not
conflict with the scope of work required in this RFQ, the terms and conditions of this RFQ, or the State of New Jersey Standard Terms
and Conditions. Bidder proposed terms or conditions that conflict with those contained the State of New Jersey Standard Terms and
Conditions will render a Quote non-responsive. It is incumbent upon the Bidder to identify and remove its conflicting proposed terms
and conditions prior to Quote submission.
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3.4 QUOTE CONTENT
The Quote should be submitted with the attachments organized in following manner:
e Section 1-Forms;
e Section 2 — Project Methodology, Experience and Qualification;
e Section 3 — Timeline (Implementation/Delivery Schedule)
e Section 4 - State Price Sheet
e Section 5 — Any other miscellaneous documents the Bidder chooses to include to support the overall proposal.

A Bidder should not password protect any submitted documents. Use of URLs in a Quote should be kept to @ minimum and shall not
be used to satisfy any material term of a RFQ. If a preprinted or other document included as part of the Quote contains a URL, a printed
copy of the information should be provided and will be considered as part of the Quote.

3.5  FORMS, REGISTRATIONS AND CERTIFICATIONS TO BE SUBMITTED WITH QUOTE
A Bidder is required to complete and submit the following forms.

3.5.1 OFFER AND ACCEPTANCE PAGE

The Bidder should complete and submit the Offer and Acceptance Page with the Quote. The Offer and Acceptance Page must be
signed by an authorized representative of the Bidder. If a Bidder does not submit the form with the Quote, the Bidder must comply
within seven (7) business days of the State’s request or the State may deem the Quote non-responsive.

3.5.2 OWNERSHIP DISCLOSURE FORM

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:25-24.2, in the event the Bidder is a corporation, partnership or limited liability company, the Bidder must
disclose all 10% or greater owners by (a) completing and submitting the Ownership Disclosure Form with the Quote; (b) if the Bidder
has submitted a signed and accurate Ownership Disclosure Form dated and received no more than six (6) months prior to the Quote
submission deadline for this procurement, the Using Agency may rely upon that form; however, if there has been a change in
ownership within the last six (6) months, a new Ownership Disclosure Form must be completed, signed and submitted with the Quote;
or, (c) a Bidder with any direct or indirect parent entity which is publicly traded may submit the name and address of each publicly
traded entity and the name and address of each person that holds a 10 percent or greater beneficial interest in the publicly traded
entity as of the last annual filing with the federal Securities and Exchange Commission or the foreign equivalent, and, if there is any
person that holds a 10 percent or greater beneficial interest, also shall submit links to the websites containing the last annual filings
with the federal Securities and Exchange Commission or the foreign equivalent and the relevant page numbers of the filings that
contain the information on each person that holds a 10 percent or greater beneficial interest. N.J.S.A. 52:25-24.2.

A Bidder’s failure to submit the information required by N.J.S.A. 52:25-24.2 will result in the rejection of the Quote as non-responsive
and preclude the award of a Contract to said Bidder.

3.53 DISCLOSURE OF INVESTMENT ACTIVITIES IN IRAN FORM

The Bidder should submit Disclosure of Investment Activities in Iran form to certify that, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:32-58, neither the
Bidder, nor one (1) of its parents, subsidiaries, and/or affiliates (as defined in N.J.S.A. 52:32-56(e)(3)), is listed on the Department of
the Treasury’s List of Persons or Entities Engaging in Prohibited Investment Activities in Iran and that neither the Bidder, nor one (1)
of its parents, subsidiaries, and/or affiliates, is involved in any of the investment activities set forth in N.J.S.A. 52:32-56(f). If the Bidder
is unable to so certify, the Bidder shall provide a detailed and precise description of such activities as directed on the form. If a Bidder
does not submit the form with the Quote, the Bidder must comply within seven (7) business days of the State’s request or the State
may deem the Quote non-responsive.

3.54 DISCLOSURE OF INVESTIGATIONS AND OTHER ACTIONS INVOLVING BIDDER FORM

The Bidder should submit the Disclosure of Investigations and Other Actions Involving Bidder Form, with its Quote, to provide a
detailed description of any investigation, litigation, including administrative complaints or other administrative proceedings, involving
any public sector clients during the past five (5) years, including the nature and status of the investigation, and, for any litigation, the
caption of the action, a brief description of the action, the date of inception, current status, and, if applicable, disposition. If a Bidder
does not submit the form with the Quote, the Bidder must comply within seven (7) business days of the State’s request or the State
may deem the Quote non-responsive.

3.5.5 MACBRIDE PRINCIPLES FORM

The Bidder should submit the MacBride Principles Form. Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:34-12.2, a Bidder is required to certify that it either
has no ongoing business activities in Northern Ireland and does not maintain a physical presence therein or that it will take lawful
steps in good faith to conduct any business operations it has in Northern Ireland in accordance with the MacBride principles of
nondiscrimination in employment as set forth in N.J.S.A. 52:18A-89.5 and in conformance with the United Kingdom’s Fair Employment
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(Northern Ireland) Act of 1989, and permit independent monitoring of their compliance with those principles. If a Bidder does not
submit the form with the Quote, the Bidder must comply within seven (7) business days of the State’s request or the State may deem
the Quote non-responsive.

3.5.6  CONFIDENTIALITY/COMMITMENT TO DEFEND
Pursuant to the New Jersey Open Public Records Act (OPRA), N.J.S.A. 47:1A-1 et seq., or the common law right to know, Quotes can
be released to the public in accordance with N.J.A.C. 17:12-1.2(b) and (c).

The Bidder should submit a completed and signed Confidentiality /Commitment to Defend Form with the Quote. In the event that
the Bidder does not submit the Confidentiality form with the Quote, the State reserves the right to request that the Bidder submit the
form after Quote submission.

After the opening of sealed Quotes, all information submitted by a Bidder in response to a RFQ is considered public information
notwithstanding any disclaimers to the contrary submitted by a Bidder. Proprietary, financial, security and confidential information
may be exempt from public disclosure by OPRA and/or the common law when the Bidder has a good faith, legal/factual basis for such
assertion.

When the RFQ contains a negotiation component, the Quote will not be subject to public disclosure until a notice of intent to award
a Contract is announced.

As part of its Quote, a Bidder may request that portions of the Quote be exempt from public disclosure under OPRA and/or the
common law. Bidder must provide a detailed statement clearly identifying those sections of the Quote that it claims are exempt from
production, and the legal and factual basis that supports said exemption(s) as a matter of law. The State will not honor any attempts
by a Bidder to designate its price sheet, price list/catalog, and/or the entire Quote as proprietary and/or confidential, and/or to claim
copyright protection for its entire Quote. If the State does not agree with a Bidder’s designation of proprietary and/or confidential
information, the State will use commercially reasonable efforts to advise the Bidder. Copyright law does not prohibit access to a record
which is otherwise available under OPRA.

The State reserves the right to make the determination as to what to disclose in response to an OPRA request. Any information that
the State determines to be exempt from disclosure under OPRA will be redacted.

In the event of any challenge to the Bidder’s assertion of confidentiality that is contrary to the State’s determination of confidentiality,
the Bidder shall be solely responsible for defending its designation, but in doing so, all costs and expenses associated therewith shall
be the responsibility of the Bidder. The State assumes no such responsibility or liability.

In order not to delay consideration of the Quote or the State’s response to a request for documents, the State requires that Bidder
respond to any request regarding confidentiality markings within the timeframe designated in the State’s correspondence regarding
confidentiality. If no response is received by the designated date and time, the State will be permitted to release a copy of the Quote
with the State making the determination regarding what may be proprietary or confidential.

3.6 CONTRACT MANAGEMENT

The Bidder should describe its specific plans to manage, control and supervise the Contract to ensure satisfactory Contract completion
according to the required schedule. The plan should include the Bidder’s approach to communicate with the State Contract Manager
including, but not limited to, status meetings, status reports, etc.

3.7 CONTRACT SCHEDULE

The Bidder shall include a draft Contract schedule. If key dates are a part of this RFQ, the Bidder’s schedule should incorporate such
key dates and should identify the completion date for each task and sub-task required by the Scope of Work. Such schedule should
also identify the associated deliverable item(s) to be submitted as evidence of completion of each task and/or subtask.

The Bidder should identify the Contract scheduling and control methodology to be used and should provide the rationale for choosing
such methodology.

3.8 ORGANIZATIONAL EXPERIENCE
The Bidder should include information relating to its organization, personnel, and experience, including, but not limited to, references,
together with contact names and telephone numbers, evidencing the Bidder’s qualifications, and capabilities to perform the services

required by this RFQ. The Bidder should include the level of detail it determines necessary to assist the Evaluation Committee in its
review of Bidder’s Quote.

3.9 LOCATION
The Bidder should include the address of where responsibility for managing the Contract will take place. The Bidder should include
the telephone number and name of the individual to contact.

3.10 ORGANIZATION CHARTS

The Bidder should include an organization chart, with names showing management, supervisory and other key personnel (including
Subcontractor management, supervisory, or other key personnel) to be assigned to the Contract. The chart should include the labor
category and title of each such individual.

3.11 RESUMES
Detailed resumes should be submitted for all management, supervisory, and key personnel to be assigned to the Contract. Resumes
should emphasize relevant qualifications and experience of these individuals in successfully completing Contracts of a similar size and
scope to those required by this RFQ. Resumes should include the following:
A. Theindividual's previous experience in completing each similar Contract;
B. Beginning and ending dates for each similar Contract;
C. A description of the Contract demonstrating how the individual's work on the completed Contract relates to the individual's
ability to contribute to successfully providing the services required by this RFQ;
D. With respect to each similar Contract, the name and address of each reference together with a person to contact for a
reference check and a telephone number; and
E. Aresume listing the candidate’s and candidate’s staff’s educational and professional training and experience in public
history.

3.12 EXPERIENCE WITH CONTRACTS OF SIMILAR SIZE AND SCOPE

Candidates must demonstrate significant experience with the creation of history exhibitions in public museums. Examples of at least
three exhibition projects that the candidate curated or played a key role in researching and developing should be submitted in
response to this RFQ, with corresponding references for each project. Each reference should include contact person, institution,
address, phone number, email, and any comments about the project at that institution. Candidates are encouraged to submit
printed or digital material related to these prior exhibitions.

The Bidder should provide a comprehensive listing of contracts of similar size and scope that it has successfully completed, as
evidence of the Bidder’s ability to successfully complete services similar to those required by this RFQ.

Emphasis should be placed on contracts that are similar in size and scope to the work required by this RFQ. Emphasis must be based
on having significant experience with the creation of history exhibitions. A description of all such contracts should be included and
should show how such contracts relate to the ability of the firm to complete the services required by this RFQ. For each such
contract listed, the Bidder should provide two (2) names and telephone numbers of individuals for contracting party. Beginning and
ending dates should also be given for each contract.

The Bidder must provide details of any negative actions taken by other contracting entities against them in the course of performing
these projects including, but not limited to, receipt of letters of potential default, default, cure notices, termination of services for
cause, or other similar notifications/processes. Additionally, the Bidder should provide details, including any negative audits, reports,
or findings by any governmental agency for which the Bidder is/was the Contractor on any contracts of similar scope. In the event a
Bidder neglects to include this information in its Quote, the Bidder’s omission of necessary disclosure information may be cause for
rejection of the Bidder’s Quote by the State.

3.12.1 SUBCONTRACTORS

Any and all subcontractors intended to be utilized by the guest curator should be disclosed in the proposal, along with information
about their credentials and an explanation of what services they will provide. NJSA must be advised, in advance, of any
subcontractors to be added or replaced subsequent to the contract award, with information about their credentials, in advance of
the contractor using them.

3.13 STATE PRICE SHEET INSTRUCTIONS

The Bidder must submit its pricing using the State Price Sheet accompanying this RFQ. The price is all inclusive.

Any price changes including hand written revisions or "white-outs" must be initialed. Failure to initial price changes shall preclude a
Contract award from being made to the Bidder pursuant to N.J.A.C. 17:12-2.2(a)(8).

3.13.1 PAYMENT SECHDULE

The Bidder will receive payment as follows:
e 20% after the purchase order is signed by the contractor;
e 20% after the acceptance (as complete) of Deliverable 1 and the contractor’s submission of invoice for this deliverable;

3.13.2 DELIVERY TIME AND COSTS

All delivery times are as noted RFQ Section 4.2 Delivery Time and Costs. Bidder may submit alternate delivery days on the State Price
Sheet. Alternate delivery times shall not exceed the delivery days noted in RFQ Section 4.2 Delivery Time and Costs. Quotes that
exceed the delivery days of RFQ Section 4.2 Delivery Time and Costs may be deemed non-responsive.

3.13.3 USE OF “NO BID” VERSUS “NO CHARGE” ON THE STATE-SUPPLIED PRICE SHEET

All price lines must be filled out in accordance with the instructions above. If the Bidder is not submitting a price for an item on a price
line, the Bidder must indicate “No Bid” on the State-Supplied Price Sheet accompanying this RFQ. If the Bidder will supply an item on
a price line free of charge, the Bidder must indicate “No Charge” on the State-Supplied Price Sheet accompanying this RFQ. The use
of any other identifier may result in the Bidder’s Quote being deemed non-responsive.

3.14 INTERVIEWS AND PRESENTATIONS
Proposals will be reviewed by a committee consisting of staff members of NJSA, NJSM, and potentially others.

Proposals meeting the criteria of the project as determined by the committee, will be advanced to the presentation stage. Selected
bidders will be required to make a presentation, lasting up to 1 (one) hour, to the review panel to: a) provide information about
their relevant past projects; and b) explain their approach to this project. The presentation should address, in a cursory or
hypothetical way, how the “Key Themes” and “Guiding Questions” (see above) will factor into their approach. In-person
presentations are preferred and will be held at NJSM in Trenton. A laptop/monitor will be made available for in-person
presentations. See below for schedule.

Candidates will be apprised of available times; NJSA will
accommodate schedules to the extent possible.

4  SCOPE OF WORK

4.1 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
RevolutionNJ now seeks to engage a qualified contractor to serve as a guest curator for this exhibition. The scope of work is
provided below:

The contract shall continue for 24 months, starting on the date the purchase order is signed by the contractor and continuing until
all deliverables are met.

It is expected that another contract for the implementation phase of the exhibition and related programming will be issued.

Maximum cost for this scope of work: $60,000.00.

The guest curator will provide the following deliverables:
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A draft script for the travelling exhibition, including a detailed list of sources for the content. The script should feature a
minimum of ten distinct individuals with diverse perspectives and experience related to the American Revolution.

A list of objects or images to be included.

A list of resources that audiences may explore for further exploration.

A list of suggested interpretive materials to accompany the exhibition.

Executed permissions for the use of images covering the period of the exhibition’s life, or a detailed list of image sources
with contact information and costs for permissions.

A preliminary budget for design and fabrication, with a minimum of three possible vendors for this work.

The selected vendor will also be required to attend a minimum of four meetings after the delivery of the items listed above to
consult regarding the selection and subsequent work of the designer and fabricator.

Candidates must have significant experience with the creation of history exhibitions. Examples of at least three exhibition projects
that the candidate curated or played a key role in researching and developing should be submitted in response to this RFP. A resume
listing the candidate’s educational and professional training and experience in public history must also be included.

Payment #1, consisting of 20% of the contract award, will be made after the purchase order is signed by the contractor.

Contractor shall deliver the following within four (4) months of the date of the contract, or by another mutually agreed-
upon deadline:

Deliverable 1. Exhibition outline.

Payment #2, consisting of 20% of the contract, will be made after acceptance (as complete) of Deliverable 1 above by
NJSA, and contractor’s submission of invoice for Deliverable 1.

PHASE B (projected as December 2023 — April 2024):

Contractor shall deliver the following within 8 (eight) months of the date of the contract, or by another mutually agreed-
upon deadline:

Deliverable 2. A draft script for the exhibition, including a detailed list of sources for the content. Note: NJSA
must be afforded at least two opportunities to review and revise the script as a work in progress prior to
delivery of the final product, employing mutually agreed-to timelines and deadlines. NJSA reserves all right to
make edits and changes after delivery of the final product.

Deliverable 3. A list of documents, supporting objects and images to be included in the exhibition, with
display/layout recommendations (including notation re: potential conservation and framing needs, etc.). Note:
NJSA will provide the bidders with a floorplan of the gallery space at the time of the walk-through (see
below). NJSA must be afforded at least two opportunities to review and revise the list as a work in progress
prior to delivery of the final product, employing mutually agreed-to timelines and deadlines. NJSA reserves all
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right to make changes after delivery of the final product.

Deliverable 4. Recommendations for document transcription and Spanish-language translation. Note: NJSA will
contract for transcription and translation services outside of this contract.

Payment #3, consisting of 20% of the contract award, will be made after acceptance (as complete) of Deliverables 2-4
above by NJSA, and contractor’s submission of invoice for Deliverables 2-4.

PHASE C (projected as April — August 2024):

Contractor shall deliver within 12 (twelve) months of the date of the contract, or by another mutually agreed-upon
deadline:

Deliverable 5. Documentation (contacts, agreement forms, pricing if applicable) relative to: a) licensing for any
non-NJSA/NJSM-owned images; and b) loan of any non-NJSA/NJSM-owned artifacts proposed to be included in
the exhibition. Note: Securing the licensing/loan of these materials is not a deliverable of this contract.

Deliverable 6. Recommendations on a minimum of three possible exhibit designers and fabricators, including
but not limited to: didactic panels, object labels, billboard, illustrative materials, and cases. Note: Procurement of
these materials is not a deliverable of this contract.

Payment #4, consisting of 20% of the contract award, will be made after acceptance (as complete) of Deliverables 5-6 by
NJSA, and contractor’s submission of invoice for Deliverables 5-6.

PHASE D (projected as August — December 2024):

Contractor shall deliver within 16 (sixteen) months of the date of the contract, or by another mutually agreed-upon
deadline:

Deliverable 7. Attendance at up to four (4) two-hour meetings after the delivery of Deliverable 6 above, two of
which meetings may be in-person at the State Archives in Trenton, NJ, to consult regarding the selection of
vendors for design and fabrication of exhibit cases and exhibition graphics. Note: Contractor will be responsible
for any associated travel costs and/or connectivity for virtual meetings.

Deliverable 8. A draft exhibition catalog, as a Microsoft Word file or files, derived from the exhibition script and
containing a curator’s essay and all texts, captions, and recommended illustrations, to encompass all documents
or other items to be included in the exhibition. Note: NJSA must be afforded at least two opportunities to make
recommendations and edits prior to delivery of the final product, employing mutually agreed-to timelines and
deadlines. NJSA reserves all right to make edits and changes after delivery of the final product.

Deliverable 9. A draft exhibit handout/gallery guide, as a Microsoft Word file or files, for the exhibition
containing text and recommended illustrations, in a mutually agreed-to format up to four 8.5”x11” pages with
texts generally at 11-12 point. Note: NJSA must be afforded at least two opportunities to make
recommendations and edits prior to delivery of the final product, employing mutually agreed-to timelines and
deadlines. NJSA reserves all right to make edits and changes after delivery of the final product.

Payment #5, consisting of 20% of the contract award, will be made after acceptance (as complete) of Deliverables 7-9
above by NJSA, and contractor’s submission of invoice for Deliverables 7-9.

GENERAL CONTRACT TERMS

The Contractor shall have sole responsibility for the complete effort specified in this Contract. Payment will be made only to the
Contractor. The Contractor is responsible for the professional quality, technical accuracy and timely completion and submission of all
deliverables, services or commodities required to be provided under this Contract. The Contractor shall, without additional
compensation, correct or revise any errors, omissions, or other deficiencies in its deliverables and other services. The approval of
deliverables furnished under this Contract shall not in any way relieve the Contractor of responsibility for the technical adequacy of
its work. The review, approval, acceptance or payment for any of the deliverables, goods or services, shall not be construed as a
waiver of any rights that the State may have arising out of the Contractor’s performance of this Contract.

CONTRACT TERM AND EXTENSION OPTION

The base term of this Contract shall be for a period of 2 years.
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5.2  SUBSTITUTION OF STAFF

If a Contractor needs to substitute any management, supervisory or key personnel, the Contractor shall identify the substitute
personnel and the work to be performed. The Contractor must provide detailed justification documenting the necessity for the
substitution. Resumes must be submitted for the individual(s) proposed as substitute(s) whom must have qualifications and
experience equal to or better than the individual(s) originally proposed or currently assigned.

The Contractor shall forward a request to substitute staff to the State Contract Manager for consideration and approval. No
substitute personnel are authorized to begin work until the Contractor has received written approval to proceed from the State
Contract Manager.

With the award of this Contract, the successful Contractor(s) will be required to receive its payment(s) electronically. In order to
receive your payments via automatic deposit from the State of New Jersey, you must complete the EFT information within your
NJSTART Vendor Profile. Please refer to the QRG entitled “Vendor Profile Management — Company Information and User Access” for
instructions.

6  QUOTE EVALUATION AND AWARD

6.1  CLARIFICATION OF QUOTE

After the Quote Opening Date, unless requested by the State as noted below, Bidder contact with the Using Agency regarding this RFQ
and the submitted Quote is not permitted. After the Quotes are reviewed, one (1), some or all of the Bidders may be asked to clarify
inconsistent statement contained within the submitted Quote.

6.2 TIEQUOTES
Tie Quotes will be awarded by the Chief Financial Officer in accordance with N.J.A.C. 17:12-2.10.

6.3 STATE'S RIGHT TO INSPECT BIDDER’S FACILITIES
The State reserves the right to inspect the Bidder’s establishment before making an award, for the purposes of ascertaining whether
the Bidder has the necessary facilities for performing the Contract.

6.4  STATE'S RIGHT TO CHECK REFERENCES
The State may also consult with clients of the Bidder during the evaluation of Quotes. Such consultation is intended to assist the State
in making a Contract award that is most advantageous to the State.

6.5 EVALUATION CRITERIA

The following evaluation criteria categories, not necessarily listed in order of significance, will be used to evaluate Quotes received in
response to this RFQ. The evaluation criteria categories may be used to develop more detailed evaluation criteria to be used in the
evaluation process.

6.5.1  TECHNICAL EVALUATION CRITERIA
The following criteria will be used to evaluate and score Quotes received in response to this RFQ. Each criterion will be scored, and
each score multiplied by a predetermined weight to develop the Technical Evaluation Score:
A. Personnel: The qualifications and experience of the Bidder’s management, supervisory, and key personnel assigned to the
Contract, including the candidates recommended for each of the positions/roles required;
B. Experience of firm: The Bidder’s documented experience in successfully completing Contract of a similar size and scope in
relation to the work required by this RFQ; and
C. Ability of firm to complete the Scope of Work based on its Technical Quote: The Bidder’s demonstration in the Quote that
the Bidder understands the requirements of the Scope of Work and presents an approach that would permit successful
performance of the technical requirements of the Contract.

6.5.2 PRICE EVALUATION

For evaluation purposes, Bidders will be ranked from lowest to highest according to the total Quote price located on the State-Supplied
Price Sheet accompanying this RFQ.
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6.6 QUOTE DISCREPANCIES

In evaluating Quotes, discrepancies between words and figures will be resolved in favor of words. Discrepancies between Unit Prices
and totals of Unit Prices will be resolved in favor of Unit Prices. Discrepancies in the multiplication of units of work and Unit Prices will
be resolved in favor of the Unit Prices. Discrepancies between the indicated total of multiplied Unit Prices and units of work and the
actual total will be resolved in favor of the actual total. Discrepancies between the indicated sum of any column of figures and the
correct sum thereof will be resolved in favor of the correct sum of the column of figures.

6.7 BEST AND FINAL OFFER (BAFO)

The Using Agency may invite one (1) Bidder or multiple Bidders to submit a Best and Final Offer (BAFO). Said invitation will establish
the time and place for submission of the BAFO. Any BAFO that does not result in more advantageous pricing to the State will not be
considered, and the State will evaluate the Bidder’s most advantageous previously submitted pricing.

The Using Agency may conduct more than one (1) round of BAFO in order to attain the best value for the State.

BAFOs will be conducted only in those circumstances where it is deemed to be in the State’s best interests and to maximize the State’s
ability to get the best value. Therefore, the Bidder is advised to submit its best technical and price Quote in response to this RFQ since
the State may, after evaluation, make a Contract award based on the content of the initial submission

If the Using Agency contemplates BAFOs, Quote prices will not be publicly read at the Quote opening. Only the name and address of
each Bidder will be publicly announced at the Quote opening.

6.8 POOR PERFORMANCE
A Bidder with a history of performance problems may be bypassed for consideration of an award issued as a result of this RFQ. The
following materials may be reviewed to determine Bidder performance:
A. Contract cancellations for cause pursuant to State of New Jersey Standard Terms and Conditions Section 5.7(B);
information contained in Vendor performance records;
information obtained from audits or investigations conducted by a local, state or federal agency of the Bidder’s work experience;
current licensure, registration, and/or certification status and relevant history thereof; or
Bidder’s status or rating with established business/financial reporting services, as applicable.

6.10 CONTRACT AWARD

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7 GLOSSARY

Acceptance — The written confirmation by the Using Agency that Contractor has completed a Deliverable according to the specified
requirements.

All-Inclusive Hourly Rate — An hourly rate comprised of all direct and indirect costs including, but not limited to: labor costs, overhead,
fee or profit, clerical support, travel expenses, per diem, safety equipment, materials, supplies, managerial support and all documents,
forms, and reproductions thereof. This rate also includes portal-to-portal expenses as well as per diem expenses such as food.

Apparel - means any clothing, headwear, linens or fabric.

Apparel Contracts - include all purchases, rentals or other acquisition of apparel products by the State of New Jersey, including
authorizations by the State of New Jersey for vendors to sell apparel products through cash allowances or vouchers issued by the State
of New Jersey, and license agreements with a public body.

Apparel Production - includes the cutting and manufacturing of apparel products performed by the vendor or by any subcontractors,
but not including the production of supplies or sundries such as buttons, zippers, and thread.

Best and Final Offer or BAFO — Pricing timely submitted by a Bidder upon invitation by the Procurement Bureau after Quote opening,
with or without prior discussion or negotiation.

Bid or RFQ — The documents which establish the bidding and Contract requirements and solicits Quotes to meet the needs of the
Using Agencies as identified herein, and includes the RFQ, State of New Jersey Standard Terms and Conditions (SSTC), State Price
Sheet, Attachments, and Bid Amendments.

Bid Amendment — Written clarification or revision to this RFQ issued by the Division. Bid Amendments, if any, will be issued prior to
Quote opening.

Bid Opening Date — The date Quotes will be opened for evaluation and closed to further Quote submissions.

Bid Security - means a guarantee, in a form acceptable to the Division, that the bidder, if selected, will accept the contract as bid;
otherwise, the bidder or, as applicable, its guarantor will be liable for the amount of the loss suffered by the State, which loss may be
partially or completely recovered by the State in exercising its rights against the instrument of bid security.

Bidder — An entity offering a Quote in response to the RFQ.

Breach of Security — as defined by N.J.S.A. 56:8-161, means unauthorized access to electronic files, media, or data containing Personal
Data that compromises the security, confidentiality, or integrity of Personal Data when access to the Personal Data has not been
secured by encryption or by any other method or technology that renders the Personal Data unreadable or unusable. Good faith
acquisition of Personal Data by an employee or agent of the Provider for a legitimate business purpose is not a Breach of Security,
provided that the Personal Data is not used for a purposes unrelated to the business or subject to further unauthorized disclosure.

Business Day — Any weekday, excluding Saturdays, Sundays, State legal holidays, and State-mandated closings unless otherwise
indicated.

Calendar Day — Any day, including Saturdays, Sundays, State legal holidays, and State-mandated closings unless otherwise indicated.
Change Order — An amendment, alteration, or modification of the terms of a Contract between the State and the Contractor(s). A
Change Order is not effective until it is signed and approved in writing by the Director or Deputy Director, Division of Purchase and

Property.

Commercial off the Shelf Software or COTS - Software provided by Provider that is commercially available and that can be used with
little or no modification.

Customized Software - COTS that is adapted or configured by Provider to meet specific requirements of the Authorized Purchaser that

differ from the standard requirements of the base product. For the avoidance of doubt, “Customized Software” is not permitted to be
sold to the State under the scope of this Contract.
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Contract — The Contract consists of the State of NJ Standard Terms and Conditions (SSTC), the RFQ, the responsive Quote submitted
by a responsible Bidder as accepted by the State, the notice of award, any Best and Final Offer, any subsequent written document
memorializing the agreement, any modifications to any of these documents approved by the State and any attachments, Bid
Amendment or other supporting documents, or post-award documents including Change Orders agreed to by the State and the
Contractor, in writing.

Contractor — The Bidder awarded a Contract resulting from this RFQ.

Cooperative Purchasing Program — The Division’s intrastate program that provides procurement-related assistance to New Jersey
local governmental entities and boards of education, State and county colleges and other public entities having statutory authority to
utilize select State Contract s issued by the Division, pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 52:25-16.1 et seq.

Cooperative Purchasing Participants - These participants include quasi-State entities, counties, municipalities, school districts,
volunteer fire departments, first aid squads, independent institutions of higher learning, County colleges, and State colleges

Days After Receipt of Order (ARO) — The number of calendar days ‘After Receipt of Order’ in which the Using Agency will receive the
ordered materials and/or services.

Dealer/Distributor — A Company authorized by a Bidder or Contractor as having the contractual ability to accept and fulfill orders and
receive payments directly on behalf of the Contractor that is awarded a Contract. Any authorized Dealer/Distributor must agree to all
terms and conditions contained within the RFQ and must agree to provide all products and services in accordance with the Contract
specifications, terms, conditions and pricing.

Deliverable — Goods, products, Services and Work Product that Contractor is required to deliver to the State under the Contract.

Director — Director, Division of Purchase and Property, Department of the Treasury, who by statutory authority is the Chief Contracting
Officer for the State of New Jersey; or the Director’s designee.

Disabled Veterans’ Business - means a business which has its principal place of business in the State, is independently owned and
operated and at least 51% of which is owned and controlled by persons who are disabled veterans or a business which has its principal
place of business in this State and has been officially verified by the United States Department of Veterans Affairs as a service disabled
veteran-owned business for the purposes of department contracts pursuant to federal law. N.J.S.A. 52:32-31.2.

Disabled Veterans’ Business Set-Aside Contract - means a Contract for goods, equipment, construction or services which is designated
as a Contract with respect to which bids are invited and accepted only from disabled veterans’ businesses, or a portion of a Contract
when that portion has been so designated. N.J.S.A.52:32-31.2.

Discount — The standard price reduction applied by the Bidder to all items.

Division — The Division of Purchase and Property.

Evaluation Committee — A group of individuals or a Using Agency staff member assigned to review and evaluate Quotes submitted in

response to this RFQ and recommend a Contract award.

Firm Fixed Price — A price that is all-inclusive of direct cost and indirect costs, including, but not limited to, direct labor costs, overhead,
fee or profit, clerical support, equipment, materials, supplies, managerial (administrative) support, all documents, reports, forms,
travel, reproduction and any other costs.

Hardware — Includes computer equipment and any Software provided with the Hardware that is necessary for the Hardware to
operate.

Internet of Things (loT) - the network of physical devices, vehicles, home appliances and other items embedded with electronics,
software, sensors, actuators, and network connectivity which enables these objects to connect and exchange data.

Intrastate cooperative purchasing participants - refers to political subdivisions, volunteer fire departments and first aid squads, and
independent institutions of higher education and school districts pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:25-16.1 et seq., State and county colleges



pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:64-60 and 18A:64A-25.9, quasi-State agencies and independent authorities pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:27B-56.1,
and other New Jersey public entities having statutory authority to utilize select State contracts issued by the Division

Joint Venture — A business undertaking by two (2) or more entities to share risk and responsibility for a specific project.

Life cycle assessment — The comprehensive examination of a product’s environmental and economic aspects and potential impacts
throughout its lifetime, including raw material extraction, transportation, manufacturing, use and disposal.

Life cycle cost — The amortized total cost of a product, including capital costs, installation costs, operating costs, maintenance costs,
and disposal costs discounted over the lifetime of the product.

Master Blanket Purchase Order (Blanket/Blanket P.0O.) — A Term Contract that allows repeated purchases from an awarded contract.

Materials in Solid Waste — Material found in the various components of the solid waste stream. General, solid waste has several
components, such as municipal solid waste (MSW), construction and demolition debris (C&D), and nonhazardous industrial waste.
Under RCRA Section 6002, EPA considers materials recovered from any component of the solid waste stream when designating items
containing Recovered Materials.

May — Denotes that which is permissible or recommended, not mandatory.

Mobile Device - means any device used by Provider that can move or transmit data, including but not limited to laptops, hard drives,
and flash drives.

Must — Denotes that which is a mandatory requirement.

Net Purchases - means the total gross purchases, less credits, taxes, regulatory fees and separately stated shipping charges not included in unit
prices, made by Intrastate Cooperative Purchasing Participants, regardless of whether or not NJSTART is used as part of the purchase process.

No Bid — The Bidder is not submitting a price Quote for an item on a price line.
No Charge — The Bidder will supply an item on a price line free of charge.

Non-Public Data - means data, other than Personal Data, that is not subject to distribution to the public as public information. Non-
Public Data is data that is identified by the State as non-public information or otherwise deemed to be sensitive and confidential by
the State because it contains information that is exempt by statute, ordinance or administrative rule from access by the general public
as public information.

Percentage Discount or Markup - The percentage bid applied as a Markup or a Discount to a firm, fixed price contained within a price
list/catalog.

Performance Security - means a guarantee, executed subsequent to award, in a form acceptable to the Division, that the successful
bidder will complete the contract as agreed and that the State will be protected from loss in the event the contractor fails to complete
the contract as agreed.

Personal Data means —

“Personal Information” as defined in N.J.S.A. 56:8-161, means an individual’s first name or first initial and last name linked with any
one or more of the following data elements: (1) Social Security number, (2) driver’s license number or State identification card
number or (3) account number or credit or debit card number, in combination with any required security code, access code, or
password that would permit access to an individual’s financial account. Dissociated data that, if linked would constitute Personal
Information is Personal Information if the means to link the dissociated were accessed in connection with access to the dissociated
data. Personal Information shall not include publicly available information that is lawfully made available to the general public from
federal, state or local government records, or widely distributed media; and/or

Data, either alone or in combination with other data, that includes information relating to an individual that identifies the person
or entity by name, identifying number, mark or description that can be readily associated with a particular individual and which is
not a public record, including but not limited to, Personally Identifiable Information (Pll); government-issued identification numbers
(e.g., Social Security, driver’s license, passport); Protected Health Information (PHI) as that term is defined in the regulations adopted



pursuant to the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, P.L. No. 104-191 (1996) and found in 45 CFR Parts 160
to 164 and defined below; and Education Records, as that term is defined in the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA),
20 U.S.C. § 1232g.

Personally Identifiable Information or PIl - as defined by the U.S. Department of Commerce, National Institute of Standards and
Technology, means any information about an individual maintained by an agency, including (1) any information that can be used to
distinguish or trace an individual’s identity, such as name, social security number, date and place of birth, mother’s maiden name, or
biometric records; and (2) any other information that is linked or linkable to an individual, such as medical, educational, financial, and
employment information.

Post-Consumer Material — Material or finished product that has served its intended use and has been diverted or recovered from
waste destined for disposal, having completed its life as a consumer item. Post-Consumer Materials are part of the broader category
of Recovered Materials.

Pre-Consumer Material — Materials generated in manufacturing and converting processes, such as manufacturing scrap and
trimmings/cuttings.

Price List/Catalog — A document published by a manufacturer, resellers, Dealers, or Distributors that typically contains product
descriptions, a list of products with fixed prices to which a Bidder’s percentage discount or markup bid is applied.

Procurement Bureau (Bureau) — The Division unit responsible for the preparation, advertisement, and issuance of RFQs, for the
tabulation of Quotes and for recommending award(s) of Contract(s) to the Director and the Deputy Director.

Project — The undertakings or services that are the subject of this RFQ.

Protected Health Information or PHI - has the same meaning as the term is defined in the regulations adopted pursuant to the Health
Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, P.L. No. 104-191 (1996) and found in 45 CFR Parts 160 to 164 means Individually
Identifiable Health Information (as defined below) transmitted by electronic media, maintained in electronic media, or transmitted or
maintained in any other form or medium. PHI excludes education records covered by the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act
(FERPA), as amended, 20 U.S.C. 1232g, records described at 20 U.S.C. 1232g(a)(4)(B)(iv) and employment records held by a covered
entity in its role as employer. The term “Individually Identifiable Health Information” has the same meaning as the term is defined in
the regulations adopted pursuant to the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, P.L. No. 104-191 (1996) and
found in 45 CFR Parts 160 to 164 and means information that is a subset of Protected Health Information, including demographic
information collected from an individual, and (1) is created or received by a health care provider, health plan, employer or health care
clearinghouse; and (2) relates to the past, present or future physical or mental health or condition of an individual; the provision of
health care to an individual; or the past, present or future payment for the provision of health care to an individual; and (a) that
identifies the individual; or (b) with respect to which there is a reasonable basis to believe the information can be used to identify the
individual.

Quasi-State Agency - is any agency, commission, board, authority or other such governmental entity which is established and is
allocated to a State department or any bi-state governmental entity of which the State of New Jersey is a member, as defined in
N.J.S.A. 52:27B-56.1, provided that any sale to any such bi-state governmental entity is for use solely within the State of New Jersey.

Quick Reference Guides (QRGs) — Informational documents which provide Vendors with step-by-step instructions to navigate the
NJSTART eProcurement System. QRGs are available on the NJSTART Vendor Support Page.

Quote — Bidder’s timely response to the RFQ including, but not limited to, technical Quote, price Quote including Best and Final Offer,
any licenses, forms, certifications, clarifications, negotiated documents, and/or other documentation required by the RFQ.

Quote Opening Date - The date Quotes will be opened for evaluation and closed to further Quote submissions.

Recovered Material — Waste material and byproduct that have been recovered or diverted from solid waste, but does not include
materials and byproducts generated from, and commonly reused within, an original manufacturing process.

Recycling — The series of activities, including collection, separation, and processing, by which products or other materials are recovered
from the solid waste stream for use in the form of raw materials in the manufacture of new products other than fuel for producing
heat or power by combustion.
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Recyclability — The ability of a product or material to be recovered from, or otherwise diverted from, the solid waste stream for the
purpose of recycling.

Request For Quotes (RFQ) — This series of documents, which establish the bidding and contract requirements and solicits Quotes to
meet the needs of the Using Agencies as identified herein, and includes the RFQ, State of NJ Standard Terms and Conditions (SSTC),
price schedule, attachments, and Bid Amendments.

Retainage — The amount withheld from the Contractor payment that is retained and subsequently released upon satisfactory
completion of performance milestones by the Contractor.

Revision — A response to a BAFO request or a requested clarification of the Bidder’s Quote.

RMAN - Recovered Materials Advisory Notices provide purchasing guidance and recommendations for Recovered and Post-Consumer
Material content levels for designated items.

Security Incident - means the potential access by non-authorized person(s) to Personal Data or Non-Public Data that the Provider
believes could reasonably result in the use, disclosure, or access or theft of State’s unencrypted Personal Data or Non-Public Data
within the possession or control of the Provider. A Security Incident may or may not turn into a Breach of Security.

Services — Includes, without limitation (i) Information Technology (IT) professional services, (ii) Software and Hardware-related
services, including without limitation, installation, configuration, and training, and (iii) Software and Hardware maintenance and
support and/or Software and Hardware technical support services.

Shall — Denotes that which is a mandatory requirement.
Should — Denotes that which is permissible or recommended, not mandatory.

Small Business — Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:32-19, N.J.A.C. 17:13-1.2, and N.J.A.C. 17:13-2.1, “small business” means a business that
meets the requirements and definitions of “small business” and has applied for and been approved by the New Jersey Division of
Revenue and Enterprise Services, Small Business Registration and M/WBE Certification Services Unit as (i) independently owned and
operated, (ii) incorporated or registered in and has its principal place of business in the State of New Jersey; (iii) has 100 or fewer full-
time employees; and has gross revenues falling in one (1) of the six (6) following categories:

For goods and services - (A) 0 to $500,000 (Category 1); (B) $500,001 to $5,000,000 (Category II); and (C) $5,000,001 to $12,000,000,
or the applicable federal revenue standards established at 13 CFR 121.201, whichever is higher (Category Ill).

For construction services: (A) 0 to $3,000,000 (Category IV); (B) gross revenues that do not exceed 50 percent of the applicable annual
revenue standards established at 13 CFR 121.201 (Category V); and (C) gross revenues that do not exceed the applicable annual
revenue standards established at CFR 121.201, (Category VI).

Small Business Set-Aside Contract — means (1) a Contract for goods, equipment, construction or services which is designated as a
Contract with respect to which bids are invited and accepted only from small businesses, or (2) a portion of a Contract when that
portion has been so designated.” N.J.S.A. 52:32-19.

Software - means, without limitation, computer programs, source codes, routines, or subroutines supplied by Provider, including
operating software, programming aids, application programs, application programming interfaces and software products, and includes
COTS, unless the context indicates otherwise.

Software as a Service or SaaS - means the capability provided to a purchaser to use the Provider’s applications running on a cloud
infrastructure. The applications are accessible from various client devices through a thin client interface such as a Web browser (e.g.,
Web-based email) or a program interface. The purchaser does not manage or control the underlying cloud infrastructure, including
network, servers, operating systems, storage or even individual application capabilities, with the possible exception of limited user-
specific application configuration settings.

State — The State of New Jersey.

State Confidential Information - shall consist of State Data and State Intellectual Property supplied by the State, any information or
data gathered by the Contractor in fulfillment of the Contract and any analysis thereof (whether in fulfillment of the Contract or not);



State Contract Manager or SCM — The individual, responsible for the approval of all deliverables, i.e., tasks, sub-tasks or other work
elements in the Scope of Work. The SCM cannot direct or approve a Change Order.

State Data - means all data and metadata created or in any way originating with the State, and all data that is the output of computer
processing of or other electronic manipulation of any data that was created by or in any way originated with the State, whether such
data or output is stored on the State’s hardware, the Provider’s hardware or exists in any system owned, maintained or otherwise
controlled by the State or by the Provider. State Data includes Personal Data and Non-Public Data.

State Intellectual Property — Any intellectual property that is owned by the State. State Intellectual Property includes any derivative
works and compilations of any State Intellectual Property.

State-Supplied Price Sheet — the bidding document created by the State and attached to this RFQ on which the Bidder submits its
Quote pricing as is referenced and described in the RFQ.

Subtasks — Detailed activities that comprise the actual performance of a task.

Subcontractor — An entity having an arrangement with a Contractor, whereby the Contractor uses the products and/or services of
that entity to fulfill some of its obligations under its State Contract, while retaining full responsibility for the performance of all
Contractor's obligations under the Contract, including payment to the Subcontractor. The Subcontractor has no legal relationship with
the State, only with the Contractor.

Task — A discrete unit of work to be performed.

Third Party Intellectual Property — Any intellectual property owned by parties other than the State or Contractor and contained in or
necessary for the use of the Deliverables. Third Party Intellectual Property includes COTS owned by Third Parties, and derivative works
and compilations of any Third Party Intellectual Property.

Unit Cost or Unit Price — All-inclusive, firm fixed price charged by the Bidder for a single unit identified on a price line.
US CERT — United States Computer Emergency Readiness Team.
USEPA — United States Environmental Protection Agency

Using Agency[ies] — A State department or agency, a quasi-State governmental entity, or an Intrastate Cooperative Purchasing
participant, authorized to purchase products and/or services under a Contract procured by the Division.

Vendor - Either the Bidder or the Contractor.

Vendor Intellectual Property — Any intellectual property that is owned by Contractor and contained in or necessary for the use of the
Deliverables or which the Contractor makes available for the State to use as part of the work under the Contract Vendor Intellectual
Property includes COTS or Customized Software owned by Contractor, Contractor’s technical documentation, and derivative works
and compilations of any Vendor Intellectual Property.

Work Product — Every invention, modification, discovery, design, development, customization, configuration, improvement, process,
Software program, work of authorship, documentation, formula, datum, technique, know how, secret, or intellectual property right
whatsoever or any interest therein (whether patentable or not patentable or registerable under copyright or similar statutes or subject
to analogous protection) that is specifically made, conceived, discovered, or reduced to practice by Contractor or Contractor’s
subcontractors or a third party engaged by Contractor or its subcontractor pursuant to the Contract Notwithstanding anything to the
contrary in the preceding sentence, Work Product does not include State Intellectual Property, Vendor Intellectual Property or Third
Party Intellectual Property.

STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS APPLICABLE TO THE CONTRACT
The following terms and conditions shall apply to all contracts or purchase agreements made with the State of New Jersey. The State's terms and
conditions shall prevail over any conflicts set forth in a Contractor's Quote or Proposal.

STATE LAW REQUIRING MANDATORY COMPLIANCE BY ALL CONTRACTORS
The statutes, laws, regulations or codes cited herein are available for review at the New Jersey State Library, 185 West State Street, Trenton,
New Jersey 08625.

BUSINESS REGISTRATION

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:32-44, the State is prohibited from entering into a contract with an entity unless the Contractor and each subcontractor
named in the proposal have a valid Business Registration Certificate on file with the Division of Revenue and Enterprise Services. A subcontractor
named in a bid or other proposal shall provide a copy of its business registration to the Contractor who shall provide it to the State.

The contractor shall maintain and submit to the State a list of subcontractors and their addresses that may be updated from time to time with the
prior written consent of the Director during the course of contract performance. The contractor shall submit to the State a complete and accurate
list of all subcontractors used and their addresses before final payment is made under the contract.

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 54:49-4.1, a business organization that fails to provide a copy of a business registration, or that provides false business
registration information, shall be liable for a penalty of $25 for each day of violation, not to exceed $50,000 for each business registration copy not
properly provided under a contract with a contracting agency.

The contractor and any subcontractor providing goods or performing services under the contract, and each of their affiliates, shall, during the term
of the contract, collect and remit to the Director of the Division of Taxation in the Department of the Treasury, the Use Tax due pursuant to the
“Sales and Use Tax Act, P.L. 1966, c. 30 (N.J.S.A. 54:32B-1 et seq.) on all sales of tangible personal property delivered into the State. Any
questions in this regard can be directed to the Division of Revenue at (609) 292-1730. Form NJ-REG can be filed online at
https://www.state.nj.us/treasury/revenue/busregcert.shtml.

OWNERSHIP DISCLOSURE
Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:25-24.2, in the event the Contractor is a corporation, partnership or limited liability company, the Contractor must complete
an Ownership Disclosure Form.

A current completed Ownership Disclosure Form must be received prior to or accompany the submitted Quote. A Contractor’s failure to submit
the completed and signed form prior to or with its Quote will result in the Contractor being ineligible for a Contract award, unless the Division has
on file a signed and accurate Ownership Disclosure Form dated and received no more than six (6) months prior to the Quote submission deadline
for this procurement. If any ownership change has occurred within the last six (6) months, a new Ownership Disclosure Form must be completed,
signed and submitted with the Quote.

In the alternative, a Contractor with any direct or indirect parent entity which is publicly traded may submit the name and address of each publicly
traded entity and the name and address of each person that holds a 10 percent or greater beneficial interest in the publicly traded entity as of the
last annual filing with the federal Securities and Exchange Commission or the foreign equivalent, and, if there is any person that holds a 10 percent
or greater beneficial interest, also shall submit links to the websites containing the last annual filings with the federal Securities and Exchange
Commission or the foreign equivalent and the relevant page numbers of the filings that contain the information on each person that holds a 10
percent or greater beneficial interest. N.J.S.A. 52:25-24.2.

DISCLOSURE OF INVESTMENT ACTIVITIES IN IRAN

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:32-58, the Contractor must utilize this Disclosure of Investment Activities in Iran form to certify that neither the Contractor,
nor one (1) of its parents, subsidiaries, and/or affiliates (as defined in N.J.S.A. 52:32-56(e)(3)), is listed on the Department of the Treasury’s List
of Persons or Entities Engaging in Prohibited Investment Activities in Iran and that neither the Contractor, nor one (1) of its parents, subsidiaries,
and/or affiliates, is involved in any of the investment activities set forth in N.J.S.A. 52:32-56(f). If the Contractor is unable to so certify, the
Contractor shall provide a detailed and precise description of such activities as directed on the form. A Contractor’s failure to submit the completed
and signed form will preclude the award of a Contract to said Contractor.

ANTI-DISCRIMINATION

All parties to any contract with the State agree not to discriminate in employment and agree to abide by all anti-discrimination laws including those
contained within N.J.S.A. 10:2-1 through N.J.S.A. 10:2-4, N.J.S.A. 10:5-1 et seq. and N.J.S.A. 10:5-31 through 10:5-38, and all rules and
regulations issued thereunder are hereby incorporated by reference. The agreement to abide by the provisions of N.J.S.A. 10:5-31 through 10:5-
38 include those provisions indicated for Goods, Professional Service and General Service Contracts (Exhibit A, attached) and Constructions
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Contracts (Exhibit B and Exhibit C - Executive Order 151 Requirements) as appropriate.

The contractor or subcontractor, where applicable, agrees to comply with any regulations promulgated by the Treasurer pursuantto N.J.S.A. 10:5-
31 et seq., as amended and supplemented from time to time.

AFFIRMATIVE ACTION

In accordance with N.J.A.C. 17:27-1.1, prior to award, the Contractor and subcontractor must submit a copy of a New Jersey Certificate of
Employee Information Report, or a copy of Federal Letter of Approval verifying it is operating under a federally approved or sanctioned Affirmative
Action program. Contractors or subcontractors not in possession of either a New Jersey Certificate of Employee Information Report or a Federal
Letter of Approval must complete the Affirmative Action Employee Information Report (AA-302) located on the web at
https://www.state.nj.us/treasury/contract compliance/.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT
The contractor must comply with all provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), P.L 101-336, in accordance with 42 U.S.C. 12101, et

seq.

MACBRIDE PRINCIPLES

The Contractor must certify pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:34-12.2 that it either has no ongoing business activities in Northern Ireland and does not
maintain a physical presence therein or that it will take lawful steps in good faith to conduct any business operations it has in Northern Ireland in
accordance with the MacBride principles of nondiscrimination in employment as setforth in N.J.S.A. 52:18A-89.5 and in conformance with the United
Kingdom’s Fair Employment (Northern Ireland) Act of 1989, and permit independent monitoring of their compliance with those principles.

PAY TO PLAY PROHIBITIONS

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 19:44A-20.13 et seq. (P.L. 2005, c. 51), The State shall not enter into a Contract to procure services or any material, supplies
or equipment, or to acquire, sell, or lease any land or building from any Business Entity, where the value of the transaction exceeds $17,500, if
that Business Entity has solicited or made any contribution of money, or pledge of contribution, including in-kind contributions, to a candidate
committee and/or election fund of any candidate for or holder of the public office of Governor or Lieutenant Governor, to any State, county,
municipal political party committee, or to any legislative leadership committee during certain specified time periods.

Fund contributions made by third parties, including consultants, attorneys, family members, and employees;

Engage in any exchange of contributions to circumvent the intent of the Legislation; or

Directly or indirectly through or by any other person or means, do any act which would subject that entity to the restrictions of the
Legislation.

Failure to submit the required forms will preclude award of a Contract under this Bid Solicitation, as well as future Contract
opportunities; and

Further, the Contractor is required, on a continuing basis, to report any contributions it makes during the term of the Contract, and any extension(s)
thereof, at the time any such contribution is made.

No vendor may, directly or indirectly, undertake any private business, commercial or entrepreneurial relationship with, whether or not
pursuant to employment, contract or other agreement, express or implied, or sell any interest in such vendor to, any State officer or
employee or special State officer or employee having any duties or responsibilities in connection with the purchase, acquisition or sale
of any property or services by or to any State agency or any instrumentality thereof, or with any person, firm or entity with which he/she
is employed or associated or in which he/she has an interest within the meaning of N.J.S.A. 52:13D-13g.

No vendor shall cause or influence, or attempt to cause or influence, any State officer or employee or special State officer or employee
to use, or attempt to use, his/her official position to secure unwarranted privileges or advantages for the vendor or any other person;

C. The contractor or subcontractor where applicable, will send to each labor union or representative of workers with which it has a collective

Pursuantto N.J.S.A. 34:11-56.58 et seq., in any contract for building services, as defined in N.J.S.A. 34:11-56.59, the employees of the contractor
or subcontractors shall be paid prevailing wage for building services rates, as defined in N.J.S.A. 34:11.56.59. The prevailing wage shall be
adjusted annually during the term of the contract.

In accordance with Governor Murphy’s Executive Order #25 and the Task Force’s July 2019 Report, employers are required to properly classify
their employees. Workers are presumed to be employees and not independent contractors, unless the employer can demonstrate all three factors
of the “ABC Test” below:

A. Such individual has been and will continue to be free from control or direction of the performance of such service, but under his or her
contract of service and in fact; and

B. Such service is either outside the usual course of business for which such service is performed, or that such service is performed
outside of all places of business of the enterprise for which such service is performed; and

C. Suchindividual is customarily engaged in an independently established trade, occupation, profession or business.

This test has been adopted by New Jersey under its Wage & Hour, Wage Payment and Unemployment Insurance Laws to determine whether a
worker is properly classified. Under N.J.S.A. 34:1A-1.17-1.19, the Department of Labor and Workforce Development has the authority to
investigate potential violations of these laws and issue penalties and stop work order to employers found to be in violation of the laws.

INDEMNIFICATION AND INSURANCE

INDEMNIFICATION
The contractor’s liability to the State and its employees in third party suits shall be as follows:

B. The contractor's indemnification and liability under subsection (A) is not limited by, but is in addition to the insurance obligations
contained in Section 4.2 of these Terms and Conditions; and

C. Inthe event of a patent and copyright claim or suit, the contractor, at its option, may: (1) procure for the State of New Jersey the legal
right to continue the use of the product; (2) replace or modify the product to provide a non-infringing product that is the functional
equivalent; or (3) refund the purchase price less a reasonable allowance for use that is agreed to by both parties.

INSURANCE

The contractor shall secure and maintain in force for the term of the contract insurance as provided herein. All required insurance shall be provided
by insurance companies with an A-VIIl or better rating by A.M. Best & Company. All policies must be endorsed to provide 30 days’ written notice
of cancellation or material change to the State of New Jersey at the address shown below. If the contractor’s insurer cannot provide 30 days
written notice, then it will become the obligation of the contractor to provide the same. The contractor shall provide the State with current certificates
of insurance for all coverages and renewals thereof. Renewal certificates shall be provided within 30 days of the expiration of the insurance. The
contractor shall not begin to provide services orgoods to the State until evidence of the required insurance is provided. The certificates of insurance
shall indicate the contract number or purchase order number and title of the contract in the Description of Operations box and shall list the State
of New Jersey, Department of the Treasury, Division of Purchase & Property, Contract Compliance & Audit Unit, P.O. Box 236, Trenton, New Jersey
08625 in the Certificate Holder box. The certificates and any notice of cancelation shall be emailed to the State at: ccau.certificate@treas.nj.gov

The insurance to be provided by the contractor shall be as follows:

A. Occurrence Form Commercial General Liability Insurance or its equivalent: The minimum limit of liability shall be $1,000,000 per
occurrence as a combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage. The above required Commercial General Liability Insurance
policy or its equivalent shall name the State, its officers, and employees as “Additional Insureds” and include the blanket additional insured
endorsement or its equivalent. The coverage to be provided under these policies shall be at least as broad as that provided by the
standard basic Commercial General Liability Insurance occurrence coverage forms or its equivalent currently in use in the State of New
Jersey, which shall not be circumscribed by any endorsement limiting the breadth of coverage;

B. Automobile Liability Insurance which shall be written to cover any automobile used by the insured. Limits of liability for bodily injury
and property damage shall not be less than $1,000,000 per occurrence as a combined single limit. The State must be named as an
“Additional Insured” and a blanket additional insured endorsement or its equivalent must be provided when the services being procured
involve vehicle use on the State’s behalf or on State controlled property;

C. Worker's Compensation Insurance applicable to the laws of the State of New Jersey and Employers Liability Insurance with limits not
less than:

If, in the opinion of the Director, it is in the best interest of the State to extend a contract, the contractor shall be so notified of the Director’s Intent
atleast 30 days prior to the expiration date of the existing contract. The contractor shall have 15 calendar days to respond to the Director's request
to extend the term and period of performance of the contract. If the contractor agrees to the extension, all terms and conditions of the original
contract shall apply unless more favorable terms for the State have been negotiated.

STATE’S OPTION TO REDUCE SCOPE OF WORK

The State has the option, in its sole discretion, to reduce the scope of work for any deliverable, task or subtask called for under this contract. In such
an event, the Director shall provide to the contractor advance written notice of the change in scope of work and what the Director believes should be
the corresponding adjusted contract price. Within five (5) business days of receipt of such written notice, if either is applicable:

A. If the contractor does not agree with the Director's proposed adjusted contract price, the contractor shall submit to the Director any
additional information that the contractor believes impacts the adjusted contract price with a request that the Director reconsider the
proposed adjusted contract price. The parties shall negotiate the adjusted contract price. If the parties are unable to agree on an adjusted
contract price, the Director shall make a prompt decision taking all such information into account, and shall notify the contractor of the
final adjusted contract price; and

B. If the contractor has undertaken any work effort toward a deliverable, task or subtask that is being changed or eliminated such that it
would not be compensated under the adjusted contract, the contractor shall be compensated for such work effort according to the
applicable portions of its price schedule and the contractor shall submit to the Director an itemization of the work effort already completed
by deliverable, task or subtask within the scope of work, and any additional information the Director may request. The Director shall
make a prompt decision taking all such information into account, and shall notify the contractor of the compensation to be paid for such
work effort.

Any changes or modifications to the terms of this Contract shall be valid only when they have been reduced to writing and signed by the Contractor
and the Director.

CHANGE IN LAW

If, after award, a change in applicable law or regulation occurs which affects the Contract, the parties may amend the Contract, including pricing, in
order to provide equitable relief for the party disadvantaged by the changeinlaw. The parties shall negotiate in good faith, however if agreement is
not possible after reasonable efforts, the Director shall make a prompt decision as to an equitable adjustment, taking all relevant information into
account, and shall notify the Contractor of the final adjusted contract price.

SUSPENSION OF WORK

The State may, for valid reason, issue a stop order directing the contractor to suspend work under the contract for a specific time. The contractor shall
be paid for goods ordered, goods delivered, or services requested and performed until the effective date of the stop order. The contractor shall resume
work upon the date specified in the stop order, or upon such other date as the State Contract Manager may thereafter direct in writing. The period of
suspension shall be deemed added to the contractor's approved schedule of performance. The Director shall make an equitable adjustment, if any is
required, to the contract price. The contractor shall provide whatever information that Director may require related to the equitable adjustment.

TERMINATION OF CONTRACT
A. For Convenience:
Notwithstanding any provision or language in this contract to the contrary, the Directormay terminate this contract at any time, in whole
orin part, for the convenience of the State, upon no less than 30 days written notice to the contractor;
B. For Cause:
1. Where a contractor fails to perform or comply with a contract or a portion thereof, and/or fails to comply with the complaints procedure
inN.J.A.C. 17:12-4.2 et seq., the Director may terminate the contract, in whole or in part, upon ten (10) days’ notice to the contractor



with an opportunity to respond; and
2. Where in the reasonable opinion of the Director, a contractor continues to perform a contract poorly as demonstrated by e.g.,
formal complaints, late delivery, poor performance of service, short-shipping, so that the Director is required to use the complaints
procedure in N.J.A.C. 17:12-4.2 et seq., and there has been a failure on the part of the contractor to make progress towards
ameliorating the issue(s) or problem(s) set forth in the complaint, the Director may terminate the contract, in whole or in part, upon
ten (10) days’ notice to the contractor with an opportunity torespond.
C. Incases of emergency the Director may shorten the time periods of notification and may dispense with an opportunity to respond; and
D. In the event of termination under this section, the contractor shall be compensated for work performed in accordance with the contract,
up to the date of termination. Such compensation may be subject to adjustments.

5.8 SUBCONTRACTING
The Contractor may not subcontract other than as identified in the contractor’s proposal without the prior written consent of the Director. Such
consent, if granted in part, shall not relieve the contractor of any of his/her responsibilities under the contract, nor shall it create privity of contract
between the State and any subcontractor. If the contractor uses a subcontractor to fulfill any of its obligations, the contractor shall be responsible
for the subcontractor’s: (a) performance; (b) compliance with all of the terms and conditions of the contract; and (c) compliance with the
requirements of all applicable laws. Nothing contained in any of the contract documents, shall be construed as creating any contractual relationship
between any subcontractor and the State.

5.9 RESERVED

5.10 MERGERS, ACQUISITIONS AND ASSIGNMENTS
If, during the term of this contract, the contractor shall merge with or be acquired by another firm, the contractor shall give notice to the Director
as soon as practicable and in no event longer than 30 days after said merger or acquisition. The contractor shall provide such documents as may
be requested by the Director, which may include but need not be limited to the following: corporate resolutions prepared by the awarded contractor
and new entity ratifying acceptance of the original contract, terms, conditions and prices; updated information including ownership disclosure and
Federal Employer Identification Number. The documents must be submitted within 30 days of the request. Failure to do so may result in termination
of the contract for cause.

If, at any time during the term of the contract, the contractor's partnership, limited liability company, limited liability partnership, professional
corporation, or corporation shall dissolve, the Director must be so notified. All responsible parties of the dissolved business entity must submit to the
Director in writing, the names of the parties proposed to perform the contract, and the names of the parties to whom payment should be made.
No payment shall be made until all parties to the dissolved business entity submit the required documents to the Director.

The contractor may not assign its responsibilities under the contract, in whole or in part, without the prior written consent of the Director.

5.11 PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE OF CONTRACTOR
The contractor hereby certifies that:

A. The equipment offered is standard new equipment, and is the manufacturer's latest model in production, with parts regularly used for the
type of equipment offered; that such parts are all in production and not likely to be discontinued; and that no attachment or part has been
substituted or applied contrary to manufacturer's recommendations and standard practice;

B. All equipment supplied to the State and operated by electrical current is UL listed where applicable;

C. Al new machines are to be guaranteed as fully operational for the period stated in the contract from time of written acceptance by the
State. The contractor shall render prompt service without charge, regardless of geographic location;

D. Sufficient quantities of parts necessary for proper service to equipment shall be maintained at distribution points and service
headquarters;

E. Trained mechanics are regularly employed to make necessary repairs to equipment in the territory from which the service request might
emanate within a 48-hour period or within the time accepted as industry practice;

F. During the warranty period the contractor shall replace immediately any material which is rejected for failure to meet the requirements
of the contract; and

G. All services rendered to the State shall be performed in strict and full accordance with the specifications stated in the contract. The
contract shall not be considered complete until final approval by the State's using agency is rendered.

5.12 DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS

A. Deliveries shall be made at such time and in such quantities as ordered in strict accordance with conditions contained in the contract;

B. The contractor shall be responsible for the delivery of material in first class condition to the State's using agency or the purchaser under this
contract and in accordance with good commercial practice;

C. ltems delivered must be strictly in accordance with the contract; and

D. Inthe event delivery of goods or services is not made within the number of days stipulated or under the schedule defined in the contract, the
using agency shall be authorized to obtain the material or service from any available source, the difference in price, if any, to be paid by the
contractor.



5.13 APPLICABLE LAW AND JURISDICTION
This contract and any and all litigation arising therefrom or related thereto shall be governed by the applicable laws, regulations and rules of
evidence of the State of New Jersey without reference to conflict of laws principles and shall be filed in the appropriate Division of the New Jersey
Superior Court.

5.14 CONTRACT AMENDMENT
Except as provided herein, the contract may only be amended by written agreement of the State and the contractor.

5.15 MAINTENANCE OF RECORDS
Pursuant to N.J.A.C. 17:44-2.2, the contractor shall maintain all documentation related to products, transactions or services under this contract for
a period of five (5) years from the date of final payment. Such records shall be made available to the New Jersey Office of the State Comptroller
upon request.

5.16 ASSIGNMENT OF ANTITRUST CLAIM(S)
The contractor recognizes that in actual economic practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are in fact usually borne by the ultimate
purchaser. Therefore, and as consideration for executing this contract, the contractor, acting herein by and through its duly authorized agent,
hereby conveys, sells, assigns, and transfers to the State of New Jersey, for itself and on behalfof its political subdivisions and public agencies,
all right, title and interest to all claims and causes of action it may now or hereafter acquire under the antitrust laws of the United States or the
State of New Jersey, relating to the particular goods and services purchased or acquired by the State of New Jersey or any of its political
subdivisions or public agencies pursuant to this contract.

In connection with this assignment, the following are the express obligations of the contractor:
A. It shall take no action that will in any way diminish the value of the rights conveyed or assigned hereunder;
B. It shall advise the Attorney General of New Jersey:
1. Inadvance of its intention to commence any action on its own behalf regarding anysuch claim or cause(s) of action; and
2. Immediately upon becoming aware of the fact that an action has been commenced on its behalf by some other person(s) of
the pendency of such action.

C. It shall notify the defendants in any antitrust suit of the within assignment at the earliest practicable opportunity after the contractor has
initiated an action on its own behalf or becomes aware that such an action has been filed on its behalf by another person. A copy of
such notice shall be sent to the Attorney General of New Jersey; and

D. Itis understood and agreed that in the event any payment under any such claim or cause of action is made to the contractor, it shall
promptly pay over to the State of New Jersey the allotted share thereof, if any, assigned to the State hereunder.

5.17 NEWS RELEASES
The Contractor is not permitted to issue news releases pertaining to any aspect of the services being provided under this Contract without the
prior written consent of the Director.

5.18 ADVERTISING
The Contractor shall not use the State’s name, logos, images, or any data or results arising from this Contract as a part of any commercial
advertising without first obtaining the prior written consent of the Director.

5.19 ORGAN DONATION
As required by N.J.S.A. 52:32-33.1, the State encourages the contractor to disseminate information relative to organ donation and to notify its
employees, through information and materials or through an organ and tissue awareness program, of organ donation options. The information
provided to employees should be prepared in collaboration with the organ procurement organizations designated pursuant to 42 U.S.C. 1320b-8
to serve in this State.

5.20 LICENSES AND PERMITS
The Contractor shall obtain and maintain in full force and effect all required licenses, permits, and authorizations necessary to perform this
Contract. Notwithstanding the requirements of the Bid Solicitation, the Contractor shall supply the State Contract Manager with evidence of all
such licenses, permits and authorizations. This evidence shall be submitted subsequent to this Contract award. All costs associated with any
such licenses, permits, and authorizations must be considered by the Contractor in its Quote.

5.21 CLAIMS AND REMEDIES

A. All claims asserted against the State by the Contractor shall be subject to the New Jersey Tort Claims Act, N.J.S.A. 59:1-1, et seq., and/or
the New Jersey Contractual Liability Act, N.J.S.A. 59:13-1, et seq.

B. Nothing in this Contract shall be construed to be a waiver by the State of any warranty, expressed or implied, of any remedy at law or equity,
except as specifically and expressly stated in a writing executed by the Director.

C. Inthe event that the Contractor fails to comply with any material Contract requirements, the Director may take steps to terminate this Contract
in accordance with the SSTC, authorize the delivery of Contract items by any available means, with the difference between the price paid
and the defaulting Contractor’s price either being deducted from any monies due the defaulting Contractor or being an obligation owed the
State by the defaulting Contractor, as provided for in the State administrative code, or take any other action or seek any other remedies



available at law or in equity.

5.22 ACCESSIBILITY COMPLIANCE

The Contractor acknowledges that the State may be required to comply with the accessibility standards of Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act,
29 U.S.C. §794. The Contractor agrees that any information that it provides to the State in the form of a Voluntary Product Accessibility Template
(VPAT) about the accessibility of the Software is accurate to a commercially reasonable standard and the Contractor agrees to provide the State
with technical information available to support such VPAT documentation in the event that the State relied on any of Contractor's VPAT information
to comply with the accessibility standards of Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act, 29 U.S.C. §794. In addition, Contractor shall defend any claims
against the State that the Software does not meet the accessibility standards set forth in the VPAT provided by Provider in order to comply with
the accessibility standards of Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act, 29 U.S.C. §794 and will indemnify the State with regard to any claim made
against the State with regard to any judgment or settlement resulting from those claims to the extent the Provider's Software provided under this
Contract was not accessible in the same manner as or to the degree set forth in the Contractor’s statements or information about accessibility as
set forth in the then-current version of an applicable VPAT.

5.23 CONFIDENTIALITY

A The obligations of the State under this provision are subject to the New Jersey Open Public Records Act (‘OPRA”), N.J.S.A. 47:1A-1 et
seq., the New Jersey common law right to know, and any other lawful document request or subpoena;

B. By virtue of this Contract, the parties may have access to information that is confidential to one another. The parties agree to disclose
to each other only information that is required for the performance of their obligations under this Contract. Contractor's Confidential
Information, to the extent not expressly prohibited by law, shall consist of all information clearly identified as confidential at the time of
disclosure Vendor Intellectual Property (“Contractor Confidential Information”). Notwithstanding the previous sentence, the terms and
pricing of this Contract are subject to disclosure under OPRA, the common law right to know, and any other lawful document request
or subpoena;

C. The State’s Confidential Information shall consist of all information or data contained in documents supplied by the State, any information
or data gathered by the Contractor in fulfillment of the Contract and any analysis thereof (whether in fulfillment of the Contract or not);

D. A party’s Confidential Information shall not include information that: (a) is or becomes a part of the public domain through no act or
omission of the other party, except that if the information is personally identifying to a person or entity regardless of whether it has
become part of the public domain through other means, the other party must maintain full efforts under the Contract to keep it
confidential; (b) was in the other party’s lawful possession prior to the disclosure and had not been obtained by the other party either
directly or indirectly from the disclosing party; (c) is lawfully disclosed to the other party by a third party without restriction on the
disclosure; or (d) is independently developed by the other party;

E. The State agrees to hold Contractor’s Confidential Information in confidence, using at least the same degree of care used to protect its
own Confidential Information;

F. In the event that the State receives a request for Contractor Confidential Information related to this Contract pursuant to a court order,
subpoena, or other operation of law, the State agrees, if permitted by law, to provide Contractor with as much notice, in writing, as is
reasonably practicable and the State’s intended response to such order of law. Contractor shall take any action it deems appropriate
to protect its documents and/or information;

G. In addition, in the event Contractor receives a request for State Confidential Information pursuant to a court order, subpoena, or other
operation of law, Contractor shall, if permitted by law, provide the State with as much notice, in writing, as is reasonably practicable and
Contractor’s intended response to such order of law. The State shall take any action it deems appropriate to protect its documents
and/or information; and

H. Notwithstanding the requirements of nondisclosure described in this Section, either party may release the other party’s Confidential
Information:

(i) if directed to do so by a court or arbitrator of competent jurisdiction; or
(i) pursuant to a lawfully issued subpoena or other lawful document request:

(@) inthe case of the State, if the State determines the documents or information are subject to disclosure and Contractor
does not exercise its rights as described in Section 5.23(F), or if Contractor is unsuccessful in defending its rights as
described in Section 5.23(F); or

(b) in the case of Contractor, if Contractor determines the documents or information are subject to disclosure and the State
does not exercise its rights described in Section 5.23(G), or if the State is unsuccessful in defending its rights as described
in Section 5.23(G).

6.0 TERMS RELATING TO PRICE AND PAYMENT

6.1 PRICE FLUCTUATION DURING CONTRACT
Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the State, all prices quoted shall be firm through issuance of contract or purchase order and shall not be
subject to increase during the period of the contract. In the event of a manufacturer's or contractor's price decrease during the contract period, the
State shall receive the full benefit of such price reduction on any undelivered purchase order and on any subsequent order placed during the
contract period. The Director must be notified, in writing, of any price reduction within five (5) days of the effective date. Failure to report price
reductions may result in cancellation of contract for cause, pursuant to provision 5.7(b)1.

In an exceptional situation the State may consider a price adjustment. Requests for price adjustments must include justification and
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documentation.

TAX CHARGES
The State of New Jersey is exempt from State sales or use taxes and Federal excise taxes. Therefore, price quotations must not include such
taxes. The State's Federal Excise Tax Exemption number is 22-75-0050K.

PAYMENT TO VENDORS

A. The using agency(ies) is (are) authorized to order and the contractor is authorized to ship only those items covered by the contract
resulting from the RFP. If a review of orders placed by the using agency(ies) reveals that goods and/or services other than that covered
by the contract have been ordered and delivered, such delivery shall be a violation of the terms of the contract and may be considered
by the Director as a basis to terminate the contract and/or not award the contractor a subsequent contract. The Director may take such
steps as are necessary to have the items returned by the agency, regardless of the time between the date of delivery and discovery of
the violation. In such event, the contractor shall reimburse the State the full purchase price;

B. The contractor must submit invoices to the using agency with supporting documentation evidencing that work or goods for which
payment is sought has been satisfactorily completed or delivered. For commodity contracts, the invoice, together with the Bill of Lading,
and/or other documentation to confirm shipment and receipt of contracted goods must be received by the using agency prior to payment.
For contracts featuring services, invoices must reference the tasks or subtasks detailed in the Scope of Work and must be in strict
accordance with the firm, fixed prices submitted for each task or subtask. When applicable, invoices should reference the appropriate
task or subtask or price line number from the contractor’s proposal. All invoices must be approved by the State Contract Manager or
using agency before payment will be authorized;

C. In all time and materials contracts, the State Contract Manager or designee shall monitor and approve the hours of work and the work
accomplished by contractor and shall document both the work and the approval. Payment shall not be made without such documentation.
A form of timekeeping record that should be adapted as appropriate for the Scope of Work being performed can be found at
www.nj.gov/treasury/purchase/forms/Vendor Timesheet.xls; and

D. The contractor shall provide, on a monthly and cumulative basis, a breakdown in accordance with the budget submitted, of all monies
paid to any small business, minority or woman-owned subcontractor(s). This breakdown shall be sent to the Office of Diversity and
Inclusion.

E. The Contractor shall have sole responsibility for all payments due any Subcontractor

OPTIONAL PAYMENT METHOD: P-CARD
The State offers contractors the opportunity to be paid through the MasterCard procurement card (p-card). A contractor’s acceptance and a State
agency’s use of the p-card are optional. P-card transactions do not require the submission of a contractor invoice; purchasing transactions using
the p-card will usually result in payment to a contractor in three (3) days. A contractor should take note that there will be a transaction-processing
fee for each p-card transaction. To participate, a contractor must be capable of accepting the MasterCard. Additional information can be obtained
from banks or merchant service companies.

NEW JERSEY PROMPT PAYMENT ACT

The New Jersey Prompt Payment Act, N.J.S.A. 52:32-32 et seq., requires state agencies to pay for goods and services within 60 days of the
agency's receipt of a properly executed State Payment Voucher or within 60 days of receipt and acceptance of goods and services, whichever is
later. Properly executed performance security, when required, must be received by the State prior to processing any payments for goods and
services accepted by state agencies. Interest will be paid on delinquent accounts at a rate established by the State Treasurer. Interest shall not
be paid until it exceeds $5.00 per properly executed invoice. Cash discounts and other payment terms included as part of the original agreement
are not affected by the Prompt Payment Act.

AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS

The State’s obligation to make payment under this contract is contingent upon the availability of appropriated funds and receipt of revenues from
which payment for contract purposes can be made. No legal liability on the part of the State for payment of any money shall arise unless and until
funds are appropriated each fiscal year to the using agency by the State Legislature and made available through receipt of revenue.

TERMS RELATING TO ALL CONTRACTS FUNDED, IN WHOLE OR IN PART, BY FEDERAL FUNDS
The provisions set forth in this Section of the Standard Terms and Conditions apply to all contracts funded, in whole or in part, by Federal funds as
required by 2 CFR 200.317.

CONTRACTING WITH SMALL AND MINORITY BUSINESSES, WOMEN’S BUSINESS ENTERPRISES, AND LABOR SURPLUS AREA
FIRMS.
Pursuant to 2 CFR 200.321, the State must take all necessary affirmative steps to assure that minority businesses, women'’s business enterprises,
and labor surplus area firms are used when possible. Accordingly, if subawards are to be made the Contractor shall;

(1) Include qualified small and minority businesses and women'’s business enterprises on solicitation lists;

(2) Assure that small and minority businesses, and women’s business enterprises are solicited whenever they are potential sources;

(3) Divide total requirements, when economically feasible, into smaller tasks or quantities to permit maximum participation by small and

minority businesses, and women’s business enterprises;
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(4) Establish delivery schedules, where the requirement permits, which encourage participation by small and minority businesses, and
women's business enterprises; and,

(5) Use the services and assistance, as appropriate, of such organizations as the Small Business Administration and the Minority Business
Development Agency of the Department of Commerce.

DOMESTIC PREFERENCE FOR PROCUREMENTS
Pursuant to 2 CFR 200.322, where appropriate, the State has a preference for the purchase, acquisition, or use of goods, products, or materials
produced in the United States (including but not limited to iron, aluminum, steel, cement, and other manufactured products). If subawards are to
be made the Contractor shall include a preference for the purchase, acquisition, or use of goods, products, or materials produced in the United
States (including but not limited to iron, aluminum, steel, cement, and other manufactured products). For purposes of this section:
(1) “Produced in the United States” means, for iron and steel products, that all manufacturing processes, from the initial melting stage
through the application of coatings, occurred in the United States.
(2) “Manufactured products” means items and construction materials composed in whole or in part of nonferrous metals such as aluminum;
plastics and polymer-based products such as polyvinyl chloride pipe; aggregates such as concrete; glass, including optical fiber; and
lumber.

PROCUREMENT OF RECOVERED MATERIALS

Where applicable, in the performance of contract, pursuant to 2 CFR 200.323, the contractor must comply with section 6002 of the Solid Waste
Disposal Act, as amended by the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act. The requirements of Section 6002 include procuring only items
designated in guidelines of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) at 40 CFR Part 247 that contain the highest percentage of recovered
materials practicable, consistent with maintaining a satisfactory level of competition, where the purchase price of the item exceeds $ 10,000 or the
value of the quantity acquired during the preceding fiscal year exceeded $10,000; procuring solid waste management services in a manner that
maximizes energy and resource recovery; and establishing an affirmative procurement program for procurement of recovered materials identified
in the EPA guidelines.

To the extent that the scope of work or specifications in the contract requires the contractor to provide recovered materials the scope of work or
specifications are modified to require that as follows.
i.  Inthe performance of this contract, the Contractor shall make maximum use of products containing recovered materials that are EPA-
designated items unless the product cannot be acquired—

1. Competitively within a timeframe providing for compliance with the contract performance schedule;
2. Meeting contract performance requirements; or
3. At a reasonable price.

iii. -~ The Contractor also agrees to comply with all other applicable requirements of Section 6002 of the Solid Waste Disposal Act.”

EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY

Except as otherwise provided under 41 CFR Part 60, all contracts that meet the definition of "federally assisted construction contract” in 41 CFR
Part 60-1.3 must include the equalopportunity clause provided under 41 CFR 60-1.4(b), in accordance with Executive Order 11246, "Equal
Employment Opportunity” (30 FR 12319, 12935, 3 CFR Part, 1964-1965 Comp., p. 339), as amended by Executive Order 11375, "Amending
Executive Order 11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity,” and implementing regulations at 41 CFR part 60, "Office of Federal Contract
Compliance Programs, Equal Employment Opportunity, Department of Labor." See, 2 CFR Part 200, Appendix Il, para. C.

During the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees as follows:

(1) The contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, sex, sexual
orientation, gender identity, or national origin. The contractor will take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and
that employees are treated during employment without regard to their race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or
national origin.

(2) The contractor will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the contractor, state that all qualified
applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or
national origin.

(3) The contractor will not discharge or in any other manner discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because
such employee or applicant has inquired about, discussed, or disclosed the compensation of the employee or applicant or another
employee or applicant. This provision shall not apply to instances in which an employee who has access to the compensation information
of other employees or applicants as a part of such employee's essential job functions discloses the compensation of such other
employees or applicants to individuals who do not otherwise have access to such information, unless such disclosure is in response to a
formal complaint or charge, in furtherance of an investigation, proceeding, hearing, or action, including an investigation conducted by
the employer, or is consistent with the contractor's legal duty to furnish information.
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The contractor will send to each labor union or representative of workers with which he/she has a collective bargaining agreement or
other contract or understanding, a notice to be provided advising the said labor union or workers' representatives of the contractor's
commitments under this section, and shall post copies of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for
employment.
The contractor will comply with all provisions of Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, and of the rules, regulations, and
relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor.
The contractor will furnish all information and reports required by Executive Order 112460f September 24, 1965, and by rules,
regulations, and orders of the Secretary of Labor, or pursuant thereto, and will permit access to his/her books, records, and accounts
by the administering agency and the Secretary of Labor for purposes of investigation to ascertain compliance with such rules,
regulations, and orders.
In the event of the contractor's noncompliance with the nondiscrimination clauses of this contract or with any of the said rules,
regulations, or orders, this contract may be canceled, terminated, or suspended in whole or in part and the contractor may be declared
ineligible for further Government contracts or federally assisted construction contracts inaccordance with procedures authorized in
Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, and such other sanctions may be imposed and remedies invoked as provided in
Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, or by rule, regulation, or order of the Secretary of Labor, or as otherwise provided by law.
The contractor will include the portion of the sentence immediately preceding paragraph (1) and the provisions of paragraphs (1) through
(8) in every subcontract or purchase order unless exempted by rules, regulations, or orders of the Secretary of Labor issued pursuant
to section 204 of Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, so that such provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or
vendor. The contractor will take such action with respect to any subcontract or purchase order as the administering agency may direct
as a means of enforcing such provisions, including sanctions for noncompliance:
Provided, however, that in the event a contractor becomes involved in, or is threatened with, litigation with a subcontractor or
vendor as a result of such direction by the administering agency, the contractor may request the United States to enter into such
litigation to protect the interests of the United States.
The applicant further agrees that it will be bound by the above equal opportunity clause with respect to its own employment
practices when it participates in federally assisted construction work: Provided, That if the applicant so participating is a State or
local government, the above equal opportunity clause is not applicable to any agency, instrumentality or subdivision of such
government which does not participate in work on or under the contract.
The applicant agrees that it will assist and cooperate actively with the administering agency and the Secretary of Labor in obtaining
the compliance of contractors and subcontractors with the equal opportunity clause and the rules, regulations, and relevant orders
of the Secretary of Labor, that it will furnish the administering agency and the Secretary of Labor such information as they may
require for the supervision of such compliance, and that it will otherwise assist the administering agency in the discharge of the
agency's primary responsibility for securing compliance.

The applicant further agrees that it will refrain from entering into any contract or contract modification subject to Executive Order
11246 of September 24, 1965, with a contractor debarred from, or who has not demonstrated eligibility for, Government contracts
and federally assisted construction contracts pursuant to the Executive Order and will carry out such sanctions and penalties for
violation of the equal opportunity clause as may be imposed upon contractors and subcontractors by the administering agency or
the Secretary of Labor pursuant to Part I, Subpart D of the Executive Order.

The contractor or subcontractor, where applicable will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the contractor,
state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry,
marital status, affectional or sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, disability, nationality or sex.

The contractor or subcontractor will send to each labor union, with which it has a collective bargaining agreement, a notice, to be provided by the
agency contracting officer, advising the labor union of the contractor's commitments under this chapter and shall post copies of the notice in
conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment.

The contractor or subcontractor, where applicable, agrees to comply with any regulations promulgated by the Treasurer pursuantto N.J.S.A. 10:5-
31 et seq., as amended and supplemented from time to time and the Americans with Disabilities Act.

The contractor or subcontractor agrees to make good faith efforts to meet targeted county employment goals established in accordance with

During the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees as follows:

The contractor or subcontractor, where applicable, will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of age, race,
creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, affectional or sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, disability, nationality or sex.
Except with respect to affectional or sexual orientation and gender identity or expression, the contractor will ensure that equal employment
opportunity is afforded to such applicants in recruitment and employment, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to
their age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, affectional or sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, disability,
nationality or sex. Such equal employment opportunity shall include, but not be limited to the following: employment, up grading, demotion, or
transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training,
including apprenticeship. The contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to
be provided by the Public Agency Compliance Officer setting forth provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

The contractor or subcontractor, where applicable will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the contractor,
state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry,
marital status, affectional or sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, disability, nationality or sex.

N.J.S.A. 10:5-39 et seq. requires contractors, subcontractors, and permitted assignees performing construction, alteration, or repair of any building
or public work in excess of $250,000 toguarantee equal employment opportunity to veterans.

The contractor or subcontractor will send to each labor union, with which it has a collective bargaining agreement, a notice, to be provided by the
agency contracting officer, advising the labor union or workers' representative of the contractor's commitments under this act and shall post copies
of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants foremployment.

The contractor or subcontractor, where applicable, agrees to comply with any regulations promulgated by the Treasurer, pursuanttoN.J.S.A. 10:5-

that the Dept. of LWD, Construction EEO Monitoring Program may, in its discretion, exempt a contractor or subcontractor from compliance with
the good faith procedures prescribed by the following provisions, A, B and C, as long as the Dept. of LWD, Construction EEO Monitoring Program
is satisfied that the contractor or subcontractor is employing workers provided by a union which provides evidence, in accordance with standards
prescribed by the Dept. of LWD, Construction EEO Monitoring Program, that its percentage of active "card carrying” members who are minority
and women workers is equal to or greater than the targeted employment goal established in accordance with N.J.A.C. 17:27-7.2. The contractor
or subcontractor agrees that a good faith effort shall include compliance with the following procedures:

(A) If the contractor or subcontractor has a referral agreement or arrangement with a union for a construction trade, the contractor or
subcontractor shall, within three business days of the contract award, seek assurances from the union that it will cooperate with the
contractor or subcontractor as it fulfills its affirmative action obligations under this contract and in accordance with the rules promulgated
by the Treasurer pursuant to N.J.S.A. 10:5-31 et. seq., as supplemented and amended from time to time and the Americans with
Disabilities Act. If the contractor or subcontractor is unable to obtain said assurances from the construction trade union at least five
business days prior to the commencement of construction work, the contractor or subcontractor agrees to afford equal employment
opportunities minority and women workers directly, consistent with this chapter. If the contractor's or subcontractor's prior experience
with a construction trade union, regardless of whether the union has provided said assurances, indicates a significant possibility that the
trade union will not refer sufficient minority and women workers consistent with affording equal employment opportunities as specified in
this chapter, the contractor or subcontractor agrees to be prepared to provide such opportunities to minority and women workers directly,
consistent with this chapter, by complying with the hiring or scheduling procedures prescribed under (B) below; and the contractor or
subcontractor further agrees to take said action immediately if it determines that the union is not referring minority and women workers
consistent with the equal employment opportunity goals set forth in this chapter.

(B) If good faith efforts to meet targeted employment goals have not or cannot be met for each construction trade by adhering to the
procedures of (A) above, or if the contractor does not have a referral agreement or arrangement with a union for a construction trade, the
contractor or subcontractor agrees to take the following actions:

(1) To notify the public agency compliance officer, the Dept. of LWD, Construction EEO Monitoring Program, and minority and women
referral organizations listed by the Division pursuant to N.J.A.C. 17:27-5.3, of its workforce needs, and request referral of minority
and women workers;



(2) To notify any minority and women workers who have been listed with it as awaiting available vacancies;

(3) Prior to commencement of work, to request that the local construction trade union refer minority and women workers to fill job
openings, provided the contractor or subcontractor has a referral agreement or arrangement with a union for the construction trade;

(4) To leave standing requests for additional referral to minority and women workers with the local construction trade union, provided
the contractor or subcontractor has a referral agreement or arrangement with a union for the construction trade, the State Training
and Employment Service and other approved referral sources in the area;

(5) Ifitis necessary to lay off some of the workers in a given trade on the construction site, layoffs shall be conducted in compliance
with the equal employment opportunity and non- discrimination standards set forth in this regulation, as well as with applicable
Federal and State court decisions;

(6) To adhere to the following procedure when minority and women workers apply or are referred to the contractor or subcontractor:

()  The contactor or subcontractor shall interview the referred minority or women worker.

(i) If said individuals have never previously received any document or certification signifying a level of qualification lower
than that required in order to perform the work of the construction trade, the contractor or subcontractor shall in good
faith determine the qualifications of such individuals. The contractor or subcontractor shall hire or schedule those
individuals who satisfy appropriate qualification standards in conformity with the equal employment opportunity and non-
discriminationprinciples set forth in this chapter. However, a contractor or subcontractor shall determine that the individual
at least possesses the requisite skills, and experience recognized by a union, apprentice program or a referral agency,
provided the referral agency is acceptable to the Dept. of LWD, Construction EEO Monitoring Program. If necessary, the
contractor or subcontractor shall hire or schedule minority and women workers who qualify as trainees pursuant to these
rules. All of the requirements, however, are limited by the provisions of (C) below.

(iy The name of any interested women or minority individual shall be maintained on a waiting list, and shall be considered
for employment as described in (i) above, whenever vacancies occur. At the request of the Dept. of LWD, Construction
EEO Monitoring Program, the contractor or subcontractor shall provide evidence of its good faith efforts to employ women
and minorities from the list to fillvacancies.

(iv) If, for any reason, said contractor or subcontractor determines that a minority individual or a woman is not qualified or if
the individual qualifies as an advanced trainee or apprentice, the contractor or subcontractor shall inform the individual
in writing of the reasons for the determination, maintain a copy of the determination in its files, and send a copy to the
public agency compliance officer and to the Dept. of LWD, Construction EEO Monitoring Program.

(7) To keep a complete and accurate record of all requests made for the referral of workers in any trade covered by the contract, on
forms made available by the Dept. of LWD, Construction EEO Monitoring Program and submitted promptly to the Dept. of LWD,
Construction EEO Monitoring Program upon request.

The contractor or subcontractor agrees that nothing contained in (B) above shall preclude the contractor or subcontractor from complying
with the union hiring hall or apprenticeship policies in any applicable collective bargaining agreement or union hiring hall arrangement,
and, where required by custom or agreement, it shall send journeymen and trainees to the union for referral, or to the apprenticeship
program for admission, pursuant to such agreement or arrangement. However, where the practices of a union or apprenticeship program
will result in the exclusion of minorities and women or the failure to refer minorities and women consistent with the targeted county
employment goal, the contractor or subcontractor shall consider for employment persons referred pursuant to (B) above without regard to
such agreement or arrangement; provided further, however, that the contractor or subcontractor shall not be required to employ women
and minority advanced trainees and trainees in numbers which result in the employment of advanced trainees and trainees as a
percentage of the total workforce for the construction trade, which percentage significantly exceeds the apprentice to journey worker ratio
specified in the applicable collective bargaining agreement, or in the absence of a collective bargaining agreement, exceeds the ratio
established by practice in the area for said construction trade. Also, the contractor or subcontractor agrees that, in implementing the
procedures of (B) above, it shall, where applicable, employ minority and women workers residing within the geographical jurisdiction of
the union.
